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SUBJECT  

Proposed Ordinance 2011-0486 would allow King County to enter into amendments to interlocal agreements ("ILA") with three cities for the distribution of Conservation Futures Tax levy funds.

SUMMARY

The County has existing ILAs with the three cities identified in the proposed legislation (Seattle, Snoqualmie and Normandy Park) .  This proposed ordinance would authorize the amendment of those ILAs to allow for the transfer of funds by which these cities could purchase additional open space or resource lands.  

BACKGROUND

Conservation Futures Tax levy ("CFT") funds are collected throughout King County as a dedicated portion of the property tax and by statute are available only for the acquisition of open space and resource lands.  King County Code Chapter 26.12 defines the process and criteria for the allocation of conservation futures tax levy funds.  In the first and second quarter 2011 supplemental budget ordinances, Ordinance 17073 and Ordinance 17181, the Council authorized funding for Conservation Futures projects in cooperation with the cities of Seattle, Normandy Park and Snoqualmie, based on recommendations from the Executive and the 16-member King County Conservation Futures Citizens Committee.  

In order to transfer the acquisition funds, King County must enter into an ILA with each participating city, or amend an existing ILA to include the additional project.  The amendment describes the project and provides the funding allocation.  The ILA defines the terms and conditions governing the use of the funds and the responsibilities of the County and the respective city in implementing the project. 
ANALYSIS

Proposed Ordinance 2011-0486 would authorize the Executive to amend the ILAs with the cities of Seattle, Normandy Park and Snohomish to support acquisition or modify the scope of four open space projects and disburse specified amounts of CFT funds to the cities.  As noted, the Council has considered and already approved funding for these CFT projects.
The authorized CFT projects are summarized in the table below:
