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STAFF REPORT

SUBJECT:  A MOTION making an appointment to fill the vacancy in the 5th legislative district of the Washington State Senate.
SUMMARY:  
Senator Dino Rossi resigned from the Washington State Senate, effective December 12, 2003.  This resignation created a vacancy in the Senate seat of the 5th legislative district.  Article II Section 15 of the constitution of the State of Washington gives the County Council the authority to appoint replacements to legislative vacancies.  Such appointments shall be made from a list of three persons nominated by the county central committee of the appropriate political party. 
The Candidate Selection Committee of the King County Republican Central Committee (KCRCC), pursuant to the laws of the State of Washington and the KCRCC bylaws, met on Wednesday, December 17, 2003, and selected three candidates for the 5th legislative district Senate seat.  Those three candidates, in order of their selection and recommendation by the Candidate Selection Committee, are as follows:
1. State Representative Cheryl Pflug
2. Snoqualmie City Councilmember Jay Rodne

3. Katherine Kaluzny
