NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing on the 10th floor of the King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington on Monday, September 29, 2003 at 1:30p.m.  The purpose of this hearing is to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2003-0368 relating to the sale of surplus county-owned real property to the City of Redmond.

SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance 2003-0368 authorizes the county executive to enter into a purchase and sale agreement with the City of Redmond for the Road Services Division’s Redmond Shop Site for a negotiated price of $1.37 Million.  The 2.96 acre Redmond Shop Site property has been vacant for some time and is considered surplus to the county’s needs.    The property is located within the City of Redmond on Leary Way, west of the Redmond Town Center, north of the Sammamish River and adjacent to the Burlington Northern right-of-way.
