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SUBJECT
A motion confirming Gregory Beams to the 4Culture Board.

SUMMARY
This motion would confirm the appointment of Gregory Beams, who resides in District 6, to a three year term on the 4Culture Board.  Mr. Beams has been a member of the business community for 25 years, meeting the criteria for Board members established in the 4Cutlure Charter.

BACKGROUND 
The King County Council created 4Culture, King County’s Cultural Public Development Authority, in 2002 through Ordinance 14482 in order “to support, advocate for and preserve the cultural resources of the region in a manner that fosters excellence, vitality and diversity.” 4Culture is funded through a portion of lodging tax revenues collected in King County.  In addition, 4Culture administers King County’s Public Art Program (1% for Art) and manages the King County’s public art collection.

4Culture is governed by a fifteen member Board of Directors, who are nominated by the King County Executive and confirmed by the King County Council.  The composition of the 4Culture Board is established by the 4Culture Charter[footnoteRef:1], which was adopted by the Council through Ordinance 14482.  The charter requires that the Board of Directors: [1:  Article V] 

· Have a demonstrated commitment to and knowledge of cultural resources
· Be active and experienced in community and civic issues and concerns, and have the ability to evaluate the needs of cultural constituencies in the region as a whole
· Represent a range of talents, experience, backgrounds, and viewpoints and be sought from a range of cultural, civic, and business professions
· Are residents of King County and reflect the geographic and cultural diversity of the County
· Have no more than six Directors from any one municipality
· Include at least one of each of the following:
· A director with expertise in arts
· A director with expertise in public art
· A director with expertise in heritage
· A director with expertise in historic preservation
· A director from the business community

Board members serve for terms of three years and may serve up to two consecutive full terms.  In addition to the fifteen board members, 4Culture has five ex-officio board members which include one member of the Executive staff, three county councilmembers, and the 4Culture Executive Director.

The 4Culture Board has a Governance/Nominating Committee that includes the ex-officio board members designated by the County Executive and County Council.  The Governance/Nominating Committee is responsible for nominating candidates for appointment to the Board of Directors, after seeking community recommendations.  The 4Culture Board votes on the nominations made by the committee.  Nominations are then forwarded to the County Executive, who is responsible for appointing 4Culture Board members, while the County Council is responsible for confirming them.  Board members may begin serving upon confirmation by the Council or thirty days after their appointment, subject to subsequent Council confirmation or rejection.[footnoteRef:2]  [2:  K.C.C. 2.28.003  ] 


4Culture Board Candidate Gregory Beams

Mr. Beams lives Kirkland in District 6.  He is a Coordinating Partner at Ernest and Young, with twenty-five years of experience providing audit services to public and private companies in a variety of technology and media fields.  He is also a member of Ernest and Young’s global coordinating partner network and oversees Ernest and Young’s Pacific Northwest Entrepreneur of the Year Awards program.  Additionally, he is a Board member of the Washington Technology Industry Association, where he serves as finance chair.

Mr. Beams has bachelor’s degrees in Finance and Accounting from Central Washington University and is currently pursuing a Master of Fine Arts degree from the Academy of Art University in San Francisco.

ANALYSIS
This proposed motion would confirm the appointment of Gregory Beams to the 4Culture Board for a three year term expiring December 31, 2019.  Mr. Beams meets the criteria established in the 4Culture Charter for 4Culture board members and was nominated and has been serving as a Board member according to the process established in the 4Culture Charter and King County Code.
