NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington on the 28th day of July, at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance No. 2003-0299 which would amend King County’s Transportation Concurrency Program.  The transportation concurrency program is in place to ensure that the county’s transportation infrastructure is adequate to meet the needs of new development, as measured by the Transportation Adequacy Measurement (TAM) and Roadway Segment level of service standards.
SUMMARY
Proposed Ordinance 2003-0299 seeks the adoption of revised exemptions for specific nonresidential development uses outlined in Ordinance 14050.  If approved, Proposed Ordinance 2003-0299 will amend Ordinance 14050, Section 15 and King County Code chapter 14.70.280 to accomplish the following: change the standard exemption from concurrency for nonresidential development to reflect the actual number of trips generated by the use instead of the size and structure and; add an exemption from the critical segment concurrency test for private elementary, middle or junior high schools. The schools would still be required to pass the transportation adequacy measure (TAM) test and submit a transportation demand management plan for review and approval by the King County Department of Transportation.  Lastly, the proposed exemption would apply only to the redevelopment of a site with an existing nonresidential use.
