MOTIONS confirming the Executive’s appointments of Ron Harmon, Laura Gallez, James Fogarty and Kevin Kiernan, to the King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee.

SUMMARY:  

The executive has forwarded for council consideration and approval the following four appointments:
Proposed Motion 2010-0313 is the appointment of Ron Harmon, who resides in Council District Eight, to a partial term, expiring December 31, 2010, on the King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee, representing the Port of Seattle.  Mr. Harmon’s experience includes 25 years with the Port of Seattle Fire Department.  He received an AA degree in Fire Administration from Bellevue College in 1998.  He is currently employed as the Emergency Manager for the Port of Seattle.
Proposed Motion 2010-0415 is the appointment of Laura Gallez, who resides in Council District Eight, to a partial term, expiring December 31, 2012, on the King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee, representing the Water/Sewer Districts.  Ms. Gallez graduated from City University with a Bachelor of Science in Business Administration.  She is currently employed as the Development and Emergency Management Supervisor for the Southwest Suburban Sewer District.  Ms. Gallez is the chair of the Emergency Preparedness Committee for the Washington Association of Sewer and Water Districts.  She has experience working on regional emergency preparedness issues gained from previous employment with the American Red Cross and King County.

Proposed Motion 2010-0416 is the appointment of James Fogarty, who resides in Council District Nine, to a partial term, expiring December 31, 2012, on the King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee, representing the Emergency Medical Services and Trauma Care Council.  Mr. Fogarty received an MBA from the University of South Florida.  He is currently employed as the Medical Services Administrator, Seattle/King County Department of Public Health.

Proposed Motion 2010-0417 is the appointment of Kevin Kiernan, who resides in Council District Four, to a partial term, expiring December 31, 2010, on the King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee, representing the King County Department of Natural Resources and Parks.  Mr. Kiernan graduated from Cornell University with a Bachelor of Science and the University of Washington with a Masters in Engineering.  He is currently employed as the Director for King County Solid Waste Division, Natural Resources and Parks Department  
BACKGROUND:

The King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee (EMAC) acts in an advisory capacity to the county executive, council and office of emergency management on emergency management matters and facilitates the coordination of regional emergency planning in King County.  The EMAC was formed by ordinance in 1999.  It is currently composed of 25 members.  There are 24 representatives of emergency management interests, each interest having one member on the EMAC, except for the Suburban Cities Association, which may have three members, and cities with populations larger than one hundred thousand may have one member per city.  Pursuant to county code, the scope and charge of the EMAC is to:

· Advise King County on emergency management issues and facilitate coordination of regional emergency planning in King County;

· Assist King County in the development of programs and policies concerning emergency management; and

· Review and comment on proposed emergency management rules, policies or ordinances before the adoption of the rules, policies or ordinances.

The members of the commission serve without compensation.
