SUBJECT

Proposed Motion (PM) 2022-0115 would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Laura Casey, who resides in council district three, to the King County Conservation Futures Advisory Committee, as the district three representative.

BACKGROUND

Conservation Futures Tax (CFT) is collected as a dedicated portion of the property tax and is available only for the acquisition of open space and resource lands.  King County Code 26.12.010 establishes a process for an annual allocation of CFT proceeds through a community-based process conducted by the Conservation Futures Advisory Committee (CFAC). The CFAC is an advisory body and recommends allocation of CFT proceeds based on a competitive application process. The CFAC is comprised of 16 members, one from each council district, four council at-large members, and three executive at-large members.

APPOINTEE INFORMATION

Laura Casey is a farmer and ecologist who recently retired after 35 years working as an environmental scientist for the King County Permitting Division. She currently runs a family farm in the Snoqualmie Valley Agricultural Production District, which she and her husband have operated in since 2001.

According to her application, she also holds a Professional Wetland Scientist license from the International Society of Wetland Scientists and is a former board member of Sno-Valley Tilth. 

ANALYSIS

The appointment is consistent with the requirements for appointments to the Conservation Futures Advisory Committee.

Staff has not identified any issues with the proposed appointment. It appears to be consistent with the requirements of the K.C.C. 26.12.010.
