Collaborative Case
Management (CCM) Pilot

CCM is a first-in-the-nation program pairing HUD-VASH housing vouchers with case
management through KCVP. This allows a broader group of lower-acuity homeless

veterans access to permanent housing.

CCM is a partnership between the VA Puget Sound Healthcare System (VAPSHCS),
the King County Housing Authority (KCHA) and KCVP.

In the first year of operation, CCM saw great success in housing homeless veterans in
King County, working towards our goal of eliminating veteran homelessness in our area.
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Adapting to COVID-19

Durlng the pandemic, KCVP:

Continued to offer in-person services so no veteran was without the help they
needed

Supported the ASD food delivery service through packaging & community
delivery

Pivoted with partners to provide virtual access to key services (housing, legal
aid, mental health counseling)

Provided an additional $600,000 in rental assistance

While VSHSL Veteran Partner Agencies:

Offered virtual services or hybrid services, when possible, to best serve
veterans in the community and at KCVP locations

Pivoted to provide rental/financial assistance through CARES Act funding, in
addition to VSHSL dollars, to stabilize housing for veterans

Increased the availability of mental health resources for veterans,
servicemembers, and their families
