A motion confirming the appointment of Douglas Barnes to the King County Housing Authority Board of Commissioners.
COUNCIL PRIORITIES
Proposed Motion 2010-0445 furthers the Council’s priority on Equity and Social Justice, by supporting county efforts to provide housing opportunities for residents of diverse backgrounds and conditions.
BACKGROUND 
KING COUNTY HOUSING AUTHORITY: The King County Housing Authority ("KCHA") was created in 1939 to provide safe and affordable housing for lower income families, seniors, and people with special needs.  KCHA operates throughout King County, excluding the cities of Seattle and Renton (which have their own housing authorities).  It is the second largest local housing authority in the Pacific Northwest.

KCHA provides low income housing and various forms of housing assistance to over 10,000 households in King County.  Housing programs include: 

· Public housing for families, 

· Public housing for senior citizens and people living with disabilities, 

· Affordable work force housing, 

· Emergency and transition facilities for homeless and special needs populations, 

· Home ownership initiatives, 

· Section 8 certificate and voucher programs, and 

· Home repair and weatherization for private dwellings.   

KCHA also provides tax exempt financing to other housing developers.  It partners with a broad array of non-profit organizations to provide ancillary services including child care, youth recreation, education and literary, health care, employment, citizenship programs and homemaking services to our residents and surrounding communities.  

KCHA BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS: The Board of Commissioners consists of five members and is the governing body of the KCHA.  The Board meets monthly to establish policy, oversee operational performance, and exchange ideas and information.  Members may not be a County officer or employee and may not hold any direct or indirect interest in any housing project.  A full term on the board is five years. 

KING COUNTY HOUSING AUTHORITY CANDIDATE

Mr. Barnes, a resident of Kenmore in Council District 1, is being appointed to serve a five-year term expiring May 22, 2015.  

Mr. Barnes worked in various leadership positions with Centex, a national home building company.  Mr. Barnes’ various positions within Centex include the Washington State Division President, Executive Vice President -  Northwest Region, and most recently as the Northern Pacific Division President.  He was a Principal in Residential Development at Intracorp Real Estate LLC.  He served in leadership positions at DJB & Associates, Rosewood Property Company, Mueller Development Company, and Touche Ross & Company.

He has a B.A. in Business Administration from Oregon State University, and an MBA in Finance and Economics from the University of Washington.  He is a Certified Public Accountant, and holds a State of Washington Contractor’s License. He has served as President and as a member of the Board of Directors of the Master Builders Association of King and Snohomish Counties, on the Board of Directors of the Building Industry Association of Washington, and as a member of the Washington Society of CPAs.
