The Grantor, KING COUNTY, a political subdivision of the State of Washington, for and in consideration of mutual benefits, hereby conveys and quitclaims to Grantee, CITY OF KENT, a municipal corporation of the State of Washington, the following real property situated in King County, Washington and described in EXHIBIT A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference including after acquired title. Grantor and Grantee may be collectively referred to herein as the “Parties” and individually as a “Party.”

The real property is subject to the Declaration of Restrictive Covenants, recorded under recording number 20190802000976, records of King County, Washington.

Grantor reserves unto itself, and excepts from the above conveyance, the rights and privileges hereinafter set forth:

1.	Reservation of Easement; Purpose.  Grantor hereby reserves unto itself, its successors and assigns, agents, contractors, and licensees, a perpetual nonexclusive easement for the purposes of accessing and constructing, inspecting, monitoring, reconstructing, maintaining, repairing, modifying, and removing riverbank protection and/or other flood related works, including installing, inspecting, maintaining, and removing vegetation and any other appurtenances thereto across, in, under, on, over, and upon the easement area (“Easement Area”) legally described in EXHIBIT B and visually depicted in EXHIBITS C and D, which exhibits are attached hereto and are incorporated herein by this reference (collectively, the “Easement Reservation”), to the extent such uses and purposes do not conflict with the Flood Protection, Habitat Restoration, and Recreation Covenant recorded under King County Recording No. 20190802000976. Grantee hereby accepts this Easement Reservation. 
	
2.	Grantor’s Right of Access.  Grantor shall have the right at such time as may be necessary and at Grantor’s sole discretion, to enter upon the Property and to have unimpeded access to, in, and through the Property, for the purposes of accessing the Easement Area and exercising the Grantor’s rights as described in this Easement Reservation. In exercising this right of access, Grantor shall use due care to avoid damaging any plantings located on the property herein conveyed. Should such damage occur, Grantor shall restore such plantings to the condition existing prior to such access having been made and shall maintain restored plantings for a period of five years.

3.	Limitations on Grantee’s Use of Easement Area.  Grantee agrees not to conduct the following activities within the Easement Area without prior approval from Grantor: (a) plant non-native vegetation; (b) remove or otherwise alter any improvements installed by Grantor, including any native vegetation that may be planted and any flood protection works that may be constructed; and (c) undertake any activity or practice that interferes with the efficacy and design of flood protection works or other infrastructure installed by Grantor.  Grantee further agrees not to use herbicides within the Easement Area without the prior written approval of Grantor. Nothing contained herein shall be construed as granting any license, permit, or right, otherwise required by law, to Grantor or Grantee with respect to the property herein conveyed or the Easement Area, nor  shall it limit the City in its ability to prune, maintain, or otherwise remove noxious weeds or non-native, volunteer, and native vegetation from the Property within the Van Doren Park boundary, nor shall it limit the City’s ability to manage vegetation along the trail in accordance with King County Regional Trail Maintenance Standards or Kent Parks Trail Standards.

For the purposes of this Easement Reservation, the term “native vegetation” shall mean vegetation comprised of plant species, other than noxious weeds (as identified on the State of Washington noxious weed list found at Washington Administrative Code Chapter 16-750, as amended from time to time), which are indigenous to the coastal region of the Pacific Northwest and which reasonably could have been expected to naturally occur at the site. 

4.	Grantor’s Restoration Obligations.  If Grantor disturbs, damages, or destroys any portion of the Easement Area or any of the landscaping or improvements located therein during its exercise of its rights or the performance of its obligations under this Easement Reservation, Grantor shall, at its sole cost, promptly restore the same as nearly as possible to the condition it was in immediately before the disturbance, damage, or destruction.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, Grantor’s restoration obligations set forth in this paragraph shall not apply within the physical footprint of any flood protection works within the easement area legally described in Exhibit B and visually depicted in Exhibits C and D.

5.	Maintenance of Easement Area.  Neither Grantor nor Grantee is hereby obligated to future maintenance, repair, or other action related to the exercise of the easement rights described herein, provided, however, Grantor shall maintain any native vegetation planted pursuant to this Easement Reservation in accordance with permit requirements and/or the Lower Russell Habitat Monitoring and Maintenance Plan (on file with the Parties), as applicable. 

6.	No Third-Party Rights; No Guarantee or Waiver.  This Easement Reservation and/or any flood related works constructed or to be constructed within the Easement Area shall not be construed as granting any rights to any third person or entity, or as a guarantee of any protection from flooding or flood damage, and nothing contained herein shall be construed as waiving any immunity to liability granted to Grantee by any state statute, including Chapters 86.12 and 86.15 of the Revised Code of Washington, or as otherwise granted or provided for by law.
