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Proposed Resolution FCD2023-05: A RESOLUTION of the Board of Supervisors of the King County Flood Control Zone District approving a template for grant agreements related to the administration of the King County Flood Control Zone District’s grant programs.

The King County Flood Control District, as a component of its budget, funds both the Cooperative Watershed Restoration and Protection grant program and the Flood Reduction Grant Fund. King County Department of Natural Resources and Parks administers these grant programs, pursuant to the Interlocal Agreement between the District and King County. Recently, the Board of Supervisors desired to ensure uniformity in the administration of these grant programs through a template agreement utilized by all grant recipients. Accordingly, the Board of Supervisors, in its 2022 budget, FCD Resolution FCD2022-13 at Section 5, directed the executive director, District legal counsel, and King County to work collaboratively to develop template grant contracts for the District’s grant programs and submit the template to the District for approval by March 31, 2023. 

Beginning in early 2023, staff met and developed a template agreement for use in these programs. King County requested flexibility to accommodate modifications to the template requested by state and federal agencies / grant recipients. The proposed template includes this flexibility, subject to review and approval of the modifications by a member of the King County Prosecuting Attorney’s Office. Since review by the Executive Committee on April 19, 2023, staff modified the Resolution to remove a duplicative provision setting forth an expectation that amendments to the underlying grant agreements are reviewed and approved by District legal counsel. All amendments are reviewed and approved by the Executive Director, and this provision is there for unnecessarily duplicative. 

By this Resolution, the Board would approve the templates negotiated by staff. 
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
