7L 2. Adopt a material change policy consistent with chapter 36.73 RCW and the

72 policy adopted by the King County transportation district;

73 3. Provide annual reporting by project and project category that includes the

74 scope, schedule and cost of each project, and whether and how the material change policy

75 was applied;

76 4. Provide for indemnification and other risk management issues;

77 5. Agree that jurisdictions receiving revenues from the King County

78 transportation district may combine them with other funds for the same transportation

79 improvement;

80 6. Coordinate with other jurisdictions on the implementation of transportation

81 improvement projects; and

A2 7. Authorizethe King County transportation district to audit records of the

83 county and cities for compliance with the agreement.

84 G. Nothing in this motion is intended to supersede the policies, goals and

85 priorities identified in the approved Strategic Plan for Roads Services, King County

86 Metro Strategic Plan for Public Transportation or the King County Metro Service

87 Guidelines.
