By and Between 
King County, WA and Comcast of Washington IV, Inc. and 
Comcast of California/Colorado/Washington I, Inc. (jointly and severally)

The purpose of this Letter Agreement is to memorialize the mutual understanding between Comcast of Washington IV, Inc. and Comcast of California/Colorado/Washington I, Inc. (“Comcast”), and King County, WA (“the County”) regarding the terms and continued effect of that certain Lease Agreement for an Institutional Network (“I-Net Lease”) between Comcast and the County, dated August 1, 1996, and as amended, including Amendment No. 1, dated August 13, 1998.

Specifically, Comcast and the County acknowledge, understand and agree as follows:

1. 	Effect of Renewed Cable Franchise.  The I-Net Lease shall survive execution of Franchise No. 5588, and shall remain in effect in accordance with its terms.  Execution of Franchise No. 5588 shall not effect a termination of the I-Net Lease.

2.  	Application of Prior Franchises to I-Net Lease.  Notwithstanding execution of Franchise No. 5588, those portions of:

(a) Franchise No. 12132, dated August 1, 1996, as amended by Amendment No. 1, dated August 13, 1998 and Amendment No. 2, dated February 8, 2005; and

(b) Franchise No. 11680, dated March 9, 1995, as amended by Amendment No. 1, dated July 23, 1996, Amendment No. 2 dated August 13, 1998 and Amendment No. 3, dated January 3, 2005; and

(c) All attachments to Franchise No. 12132 and Franchise 11680, as amended, including those exhibits that identify institutional network sites (as may be amended by the County from time to time), (collectively, the “Prior Franchises”),

that refer to the I-Net are part of the Agreement Documents, as that term is used in the Lease Agreement, and shall remain effective for the purposes of interpreting and enforcing the I-Net Lease only.  This Letter Agreement constitutes a written agreement by the parties under the exception created in Section 2(i) of Franchise No. 5588, regardless of whether it is signed or effective before, after or at the same time as Franchise No. 5588, except as provided in paragraph 3 below.   

3.	Superseding Provisions in Franchise No. 5588.  Comcast’s obligations under the Prior Franchises to provide insurance and security for its acts and omissions and to fulfill its security responsibilities relating to the I-Net (except for any separate insurance or security requirements under such permits as may be necessary for future work in the County right-of-way) shall be satisfied by Section 7 (Insurance Requirements) and Section 10 (Letter of Credit and Performance Bond) of Franchise No. 5588.    

4.	Capital Grants and Fees for Public, Educational and Governmental Use (PEG Fee).  The County’s use of the funds provided under Franchise No. 5588, Section 16(e), may be used for only lawful PEG-related purposes in accordance with the federal cable act, 47 U.S.C. §§ 521 et. seq., as amended, and any applicable rule, regulation, order or circular.   .  This Letter Agreement constitutes a written agreement as referenced in Franchise No. 5588, Section 16(e)(1), whether it is signed or effective before, after or at the same time as that franchise.
