SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2014-0436 would confirm the appointment of Leah Grant to the Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee for a four-year term expiring December 31, 2018. 

BACKGROUND

Conservation Futures Tax (CFT) funds are collected as a dedicated portion of the property tax and are available only for the acquisition of open space and resource lands. King County Code establishes a process for an annual allocation of CFT funds through a citizen-based process conducted by the Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee (COC). The COC is an advisory body and recommends allocation of CFT funds based on a competitive application process. The COC is comprised of 16 members: one from each council district, four Council at-large positions, and three Executive at-large positions.

COC CANDIDATE LEAH GRANT

Leah Grant, a resident of Black Diamond in Council District 9, has been recommended for appointment to the District 9 position for a four-year term expiring December 31, 2018. 

Ms. Grant notes that as a lifelong King County resident and an outdoor enthusiast, she is very interested in working to preserve open space. In 2006, she was appointed to the City of Black Diamond Lake Sawyer Park Citizens’ Advisory Committee. At the conclusion of that effort, she co-founded a non-profit organization to develop Lake Sawyer Regional Park and has been president of that organization since it was founded. Ms. Grant has also served on the City of Black Diamond Shoreline Master Planning Citizens’ Advisory Committee.

Ms. Diamond has a Bachelor’s degree in Chemistry from Western Washington University and a Master’s of Business Administration from Seattle Pacific University. She is President of Fluidea, Inc., which provides communications consulting for biopharmaceutical and healthcare clients in Washington, California and New York.
