Transportation Concurrency


	Some economic stabilization resulted in unanticipated funds for both Roads and Transit.  For Roads, additional funds represent less than 5% of gap between revenue and maintenance needs

With efficiencies and operational changes, no additional transit service reductions taken

Larger concurrency decision moved to Comprehensive Plan deliberations - as part of the broader policy discussion
