SUBJECT
A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Nicolas Pernisco, who resides in council district two, to the King County civil rights commission, as the district two representative. 

SUMMARY 

The Executive has appointed Nicolas Pernisco for a partial term to the King County civil rights commission, as the district two representative, expiring June 1, 2016. 
Mr. Pernisco graduated from California State University, Northridge with a Bachelor of Arts degree in Radio-TV-Film and a Master of Arts in Mass Communication.  He is currently the president of TeleBEEM, LLC.  Also, Mr. Pernisco is a college professor, and a volunteer for the faculty union to help protect workers' rights.  He has also taught courses and continues to teach an online course dealing with depictions and portrayals of women and minorities in the media, helping students understand the struggles faced by these groups while in search for equal rights.  He has also written extensively on the need to close the digital divide as a way to bring our society closer to true equality.  Mr. Pernisco was diagnosed in 2011 with Parkinson’s disease, and has since been an out-spoken advocate for people with disabilities.

BACKGROUND
The King County Civil Rights Commission is composed of twelve members, one from each council district nominated by the councilmember and three at-large members nominated by the executive.

The Commission is charged to serve in an advisory capacity to the county executive and the council on matters concerning affirmative action, disability access, equal employment opportunity, contract compliance, fair housing, minority/woman business and public accommodations to ensure the consistent application of all county ordinances, rules and regulations concerning these programs.
