Proposed Motion 2015-0018 would confirm the appointment of Jacob Struiksma to the Transit Advisory Commission for a two-year term to expire on August 31, 2016.

BACKGROUND

Transit Advisory Commission. As established in the King County Code (KCC 2.124), the Transit Advisory Commission (TAC) is a permanent body that advises the Transit Division, the Executive, the County Council, local jurisdictions and subarea transportation forums on transit issues and policy, including matters of concern to the elderly and persons with disabilities. TAC members are recruited by the King County Department of Transportation, appointed by the County Executive and approved by the County Council for two-year terms.

The TAC is comprised of 18 King County residents. Nine are transit riders, recruited to reflect the diversity and geographic distribution of County residents. Nine represent transit stakeholder groups, including persons with disabilities, elderly persons, or individuals associated with agencies that work with disabled and elderly persons, recruited to reflect the diversity of the communities they represent and types of disabilities, as well as consideration of the geographic distribution of County residents.

The TAC meets monthly or as needed to complete its work plan and address other issues as they arise.  Meetings are held from 6:00 to 8:00 p.m. on the third Tuesday of each month in downtown Seattle.

Appointee. Mr. Struiksma became involved in transit issues as a member of the National Federation of the Blind. He has served on the Seattle Pedestrian Advisory Board and the Transit Riders Union, and is a volunteer with Feet First, an organization that focuses on safe, walkable communities.
