SUBJECT

A motion confirming the executive's appointment of John Welch, who resides in council district five, to the King County Housing Authority Board of Commissioners.

SUMMARY

The executive has forwarded for council consideration and approval the appointment of John Welch (Proposed Motion 2015-0116) to the King County Housing Authority Board of Commissioners for a partial term expiring on May 22, 2017.

BACKGROUND

The King County Housing Authority (KCHA) was created by the State of Washington in 1939 and provides rental housing and rental assistance to King County low-income residents in 33 cities, excluding Seattle and Renton, as well as in unincorporated areas of King county.  KCHA also owns and manages one public housing complex outside of King County in Olympia and administers 80 unites of public housing under contract to the Sedro-Woolley Housing Authority.  KCHA is governed by a five-member volunteer Board of Commissioners who are appointed by the Metropolitan King County Executive and confirmed by the Metropolitan King County Council.  Members of the KCHA Board of Commissioners serve on a volunteer-basis and are not paid for their service.   

John Welch is currently the Superintendent and Chief Executive Officer of Puget Sound Educational Service District in Renton, a position he has held since 2011.  In that capacity, he oversees an agency with an annual operating budget of $95.8M and that provides technical assistance and support to educational communities. Under his leadership, the Puget Sound Educational Service District has been awarded a $40M federal Race to the Top grant in service of the Road Map Project, which aims to double the number of students in Seattle and South King County that will graduate from college with a degree or career credential by 2020. Prior to this position, Mr. Welch was the Superintendent for Highline Public Schools from 2005-2011. Mr. Welch was a Fellow at the Broad Urban Superintendents Academy in 2002, earned an M.B.A. in Management from Pacific Lutheran University in Tacoma, WA, and holds a B.A. in Business Administration, Finance and Economics from Eastern Washington University in Cheney, WA.
