SUBJECT

A MOTION confirming the executive's appointment of Sterling Leibenguth, who resides in council district three, to the King County Veterans Citizen Oversight Board, as the district 3 representative.

SUMMARY

The executive has forwarded for council consideration and approval the appointment of Sterling Leibenguth (Proposed Motion 2015-0287) to the King County Veterans Citizen Oversight Board, as the district 3 representative, for a partial term expiring December 31, 2016.

BACKGROUND

The King County Veteran Citizen Oversight Board (VCOB) monitors and reviews the expenditure of the veteran portion of levy proceeds in accordance with the Service Improvement Plan (SIP) developed and approved by the King County Executive and the Metropolitan King County Council to guide levy investments.  The new SIP provides guidance with regards to activities from 2012 through 2017.  Levy implementation ordinance 15279 required an SIP to provide continuing direction regarding the use of County proceeds. The levy was enacted by ballot measure in November 2005.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The VCOB is a 12 member board comprised of King County residents with a diverse, balanced representation of people from different groups, organizations, and experiences.  Members may not be elected or appointed officials of any unit of government.  Nine of the members are chosen to represent county council districts and the remaining three serve at-large and are appointed by the King County Executive; these are expected to be recommended by the King County Veterans Program Advisory Board.  Board members are appointed for three-year terms and requirements are described in King County Ordinance 15279 (September 2005), the levy implementation ordinance, and Ordinance 15406 (April 2006).  Broadly, board duties include: 
· Becoming familiar with the Service Improvement Plan
· Reviewing funding proposals
· Assuring that funding plans follow guidelines in the Service Improvement Plan
· Providing recommendations about the expenditure of the veteran portion of levy proceeds
· Providing recommendations and reports to the County Council as required
Board committees include committees on enhancing services and access for veterans; ending homelessness; behavioral health services; and a fiscal and evaluation committee.
Sterling Leibenguth retired in 2001 after 31 years with the U.S. Government Accountability Office, where he was a Senior Management Auditor responsible for audits. He holds a Bachelor's in Business Administration and an MBA from the University of Utah.  He served on the City of Redmond Parks Commission from 1991-1996, chairing the Commission from 1993-1996.  Mr. Leibenguth served in the United States Airforce (1962-1966) and has noted an intereset in "restoring dignity to veterans in need of assistance."  Particularly he has indicated a desire to improve access to health care, options for safe and affordable housing, better job training opportunities, and more access to jobs that pay well.
