Proposed Motion 2016-0356 would confirm the appointment of Jacqueline Garcia Castillo, who works in District 8, to the Waterworks Grant Review Committee, for a partial term to expire on September 30, 2017.

BACKGROUND

In 2015, the Council established criteria for awarding funds for water quality improvement projects proposed by entities applying for WaterWorks grants, through Ordinance 18031. The legislation also outlined the process for administration of the grant program by the Wastewater Treatment Division (WTD) utilizing a grant ranking committee to develop recommendations for selection of grant recipients. After the committee makes its recommendations to the Executive, they are transmitted by motion to the Council for consideration.  
    
In 2016, the Council amended this process through Ordinance 18261. Ordinance 18261, as adopted, provides for appointment of 13 people to the WaterWorks Grant Ranking Committee (WGRC) including one technical specialist, three positions representing the Metropolitan Water Pollution Abatement Advisory Committee (“MWPAAC”), and nine positions representing Council districts, recommended to the Executive by Councilmembers.  Members serve three-year terms, except that the initial terms for the members are two years.

ANALYSIS

2016-0356 – Jacqueline Garcia Castillo (District 8) Proposed Motion 2016-0356 provides for the appointment of Jacqueline Garcia Castillo, who works in District 8, to the WaterWorks Grant Ranking Committee.  Ms. Castillo is the Program Manager for Familias Aprendiendo, an English-as-a-Second Language program for Latino families.  She has served as program manager for the South Park Information and Resources Center, project manager for the “Women Driving, Women Advancing” project of the Seattle Department of Neighborhoods, and Facilitator for the Spanish Early Literacy project of the King County Library System.  Volunteer experience includes Founder/Executive Director of Circulo de Mamas; Board President of Project Feast; volunteer for the Breastfeeding and Maternity Support program for Latino mothers and children; steering committee member for ELLA program in the South Park Community Center; and volunteer for the “Bebes” program of El Centro de la Raza.   Related skills include fluency in Spanish and English; grant writing experience; community project developer expertise; public bilingual speaker; and media and social networks outreach.  Ms. Castillo is being appointed as the District 8 representative for a partial term to expire on September 30, 2017.
