Dear Councilmember McDermott:
This letter transmits a proposed ordinance that will transfer the management of the King County Enhanced 911 (E911) operations and its associated capital improvement fund from the Department of Executive Services to the Department of Information Technology (KCIT). The ordinance reflects alignment to the King County Strategic Plan and is consistent with Ordinance 17142 that consolidated information technology functions and responsibility for information technology services within the Executive Branch.  The E911 Office, the Department of Executive Services (DES), and KCIT communicated the proposed transition to all of the PSAPs and agency staff engaged in the strategic planning process. The transfer of management of E911 to KCIT will position the county to successfully implement the strategic plan recommendations.

The E911 system relies on technology infrastructure similar to other infrastructures maintained by KCIT. A benefit of utilizing KCIT’s collective information technology expertise and support is economies of scale in maintaining overall King County technology infrastructure.
