This letter transmits the Best Starts for Kids (BSK) - Youth and Family Homelessness Prevention Initiative (YFHPI) 2017 Outcomes Report, as required by King County Ordinance 18285, as amended by Ordinance 18373, and an accompanying motion to accept the report.
The BSK YFHPI is being implemented following the guidance established in the Best Starts for Kids Ordinance 18088:
· Youth and Family Homelessness Prevention Initiative means an intiative intended to prevent and divert children and youth and their families from becoming homeless;

· Funding for the Youth and Family Homelessness Prevention Initiative will allow the initiative to be flexible, client-centered and outcomes-focused and will provide financial support for community agencies to assist clients
· Out of the first year’s levy proceeds: 1. Nineteen million dollars shall be used to plan, provide and administer a Youth and Family Homelessness Prevention Initiative.

The report provides background and an update on the BSK YFHPI and includes performance measures tracked throughout the implementation process as well as preliminary data on those who have been served by the YFHPI. Further, demographic data is provided highlighting the youth and families who have received prevention services from November 1, 2016 through March 31, 2017.

Best Starts for Kids is a strength-based approach, which will maximize the assets and knowledge of our richly diverse county and its many communities and cultures. It reflects the County’s adopted policy direction and was developed within the context of the King County Strategic Plan, the Equity and Social Justice Initiative, the Health and Human Services

Transformation Plan and the 2015 Youth Action Plan. 

It is estimated that this report required 30 staff hours to produce, costing $1,410.
