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SUBJECT

Today’s briefing will present the recommendations of the King County Conservation Futures Citizens Committee for allocation of program funding for Conservation Futures Tax (CFT) and Parks Levy open space projects for 2018. 

SUMMARY

Each year, the King County Conservation Futures Citizens Committee prepares recommendations for CFT and Parks Levy open space acquisition project allocations. These recommendations are submitted to the Executive, who determines how to incorporate them into the proposed budget for the following year. Members of the Conservation Futures Citizens Committee will present their recommendations for project allocations for 2018 to provide funding to 46 projects with $11.33 million in CFT and $7.49 million in Parks Levy funds.

BACKGROUND

King County Code 26.12.010 and Ordinance 17568 provide for a process for an annual allocation of CFT and Parks Levy open space acquisition funds through a citizen-based review managed by the King County Conservation Futures Citizens Committee. On an annual basis, members of the Citizens Committee present their funding recommendations, including the factors influencing those recommendations. These recommendations are then transmitted to the Executive, who determines how to incorporate them into the proposed budget.  

CFT funds are collected countywide as a dedicated portion of the property tax and are, in accordance with state law and King County Code, available only for the acquisition of open space and resource lands. 

The Parks, Open Space and Trails Levy, which was approved by King County voters in August 2013, provides funding for acquisition of open space, acquisition and development of trails, operations and maintenance of the countywide parks and recreation system, pass-through funding for local cities and the Woodland Park Zoo, and funding for the Community Partnership & Grants program.

In February 2017, as part of the annual allocation process, the King County Council passed Motion 14812 providing CFT allocation priorities for 2018. Those priorities included:

· Preservation of open space in or near the North Lake-Hylebos watershed
· Connectivity between state, county and local parks and open spaces in or near the Juanita and Inglewood-Finn Hill neighborhoods
· Connectivity between the Sammamish River, existing trail and multiuse corridors, open spaces and neighborhood destinations in or near the Woodinville Wine Country area

2018 Citizens Committee Recommendations

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Citizens Committee received requests for more than $33 million from 47 projects. The committee recommended funding for 46 of the projects that applied, although there were not sufficient funds to fully fund each project. In total, the committee recommended $11.33 million in CFT and $7.49 million in Parks Levy funds for projects in the priority areas identified by the Council and beyond. Projects recommended for funding included:

· 17 projects in cities
· 29 projects in rural unincorporated King County.

Members of the Citizens Committee visited each proposed project and met with project applicants. The Committee focused particular attention on projects’ ability to continue priority open space acquisitions and to meet equity and social justice goals.
