There are four categories of budget changes in the MMRF fund:  1.) three new projects totaling $1.45 million to repair or replace facility 

infrastructure at the MRJC, Redmond District Court, and the Elections Building, 2.)  project cancellations of completed project remaining budget and 

$57,641 from the emergent need project totaling $1.45 million to offset the new project budget, 3.) transfer of $200,000 of budget from the 

Emergent Need project to the Quick Response project to address new project needs covered with Quick Response project budget, and 4.) a 

$787,957 project budget to allow transfer of MMRF funds to the Building Repair and Replacement Fund (3951) to provide interim revenue backing 

for a proposed tenant improvement project on the 7th floor of the Yesler building.  The $787,957 will be reimbursed the MMRF fund as rent is 

collected from the future tenants.  
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
