[bookmark: _GoBack]On page 12, beginning on line 260, after "of this section" strike "until after the council accepts by motion a cultural development authority budget." and insert "except as otherwise provided in subsection B.6. of this section.
	  5.  In order to reject the cultural development authority budget, the council must find that the budget will result in a deficiency or will not assure that the purposes of each of the cultural development authority's programs will reasonably be accomplished, consistent with RCW 35.21.745.  The council shall base its finding that the budget will result in a deficiency or will not assure that the purposes of each of the cultural development authority's programs will reasonably be accomplished on its determination that one or more of the following conditions exists:
	    a.  projected revenues for the following fiscal year are less than budgeted expenditures for the following fiscal year;
	    b.  projected revenues are at least fifteen percent less than in the current fiscal year and budgeted expenditures for the following fiscal year are not at least fifteen percent less than in the current fiscal year or budgeted expenditures for the following fiscal year are at least fifteen percent greater than in the current fiscal year and the projected revenues are not at least fifteen percent greater than in the current fiscal year and the cultural development authority is unable to provide sufficient justification or explanation for the change in projected revenues or budgeted expenditures; and
	    c.  the cultural development authority has not complied with requirements specified in K.C.C. 2.49.160 during the current fiscal year.
	  6.  If the council passes a motion rejecting the cultural development authority budget or if the council passes a motion rejecting a revised cultural development authority budget pursuant to this subsection, then representatives of the cultural development authority, including but not limited to the cultural development authority board chair, ex officio board member appointed by the executive and the authority's executive director, and representatives of the council, including the council chair or the chair of the budget and fiscal management committee or its successor committee or the chair of the committee of the whole or its successor committee, or all three, shall meet to discuss revisions to the cultural development authority budget within fifteen calendar days of the passage of the motion rejecting the cultural development authority budget to discuss revisions to the cultural development authority budget.  For the purposes of complying with the fifteen-calendar-day requirement, a councilmember may select a designee and shall notify the cultural development authority of the councilmember's delegation.  Within fifteen calendar days of the meeting, the cultural development authority board shall consider and adopt a revised budget and transmit such revised budget to the council clerk in both electronic and hard copy form.  Unless the council passes a motion rejecting the revised cultural development authority budget within fifteen days of the board's transmittal of the revised cultural development authority budget, the county shall transfer to the authority balances in any of the funds referenced in subsection A.1. through A.5. of this section."
EFFECT: 
Would set forth criteria for rejecting the 4Culture budget:
· projected revenues for the following year are less than budgeted expenditures;
· projected revenues are at least fifteen percent less than in the current year and budgeted expenditures are not at least fifteen percent less or budgeted expenditures for the following fiscal year are at least fifteen percent greater than in the current fiscal year and the projected revenues are not at least fifteen percent greater and the cultural development authority is unable to provide sufficient justification or explanation for the change in projected revenues or budgeted expenditures; or
· the cultural development authority has not complied with requirements specified in K.C.C. 2.49.160 during the current fiscal year.

Would set forth a process for 4Culture representatives and Council representatives to meet in the event the Council rejected the 4Culture by motion at least 30 days before the end of a fiscal year: 
· Within 15 days, representatives of the council and 4Culture would meet to discuss a revised budget and the 4Culture board would adopt a revised budget.
· The council would have 15 days from transmittal to reject the budget by motion.  If not rejected within the 15 days, transfers would continue.
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
