Dear Councilmember McDermott:
Enclosed for your review is the Department of Adult and Juvenile Detention (DAJD) motion and report detailing the feasibility of establishing contact visits between incarcerated parents and their children in compliance with ordinance 18409, Section 55, as amended by Ordinance 18602, Section 29, Proviso P9. The proviso required DAJD to provide:
A. An analysis of what would constitute a preferred design for family contact visits, including design needs for families and to ensure facility security at each of the department’s detention facilities;

B. A review of the potential locations within the department’s two secure detention facilities that would meet the design needs and could be used for family contact visitation; 

C. A review of the needed facility modifications that would be necessary to implement family contact visits at both of its secure detention facilities; 

D. An analysis of the operating and capital costs associated with identified options, including implementation timelines for each option; and

E. An analysis of potential funding strategies for the identified options.

This motion and accompanying report are in satisfaction of the requirements of Proviso P9.
This report furthers the County’s Strategic Plan goals of Safety and Justice as well as Health and Human Services by enhancing community safety, by providing opportunities for consideration to improve reentry and maintain stronger parent and child relationships as well as improving health outcomes. It is estimated that this report required approximately 30 staff hours, costing approximately $2000 to produce.
