SUBJECT

Briefing 2018-B0172 provides a high-level overview of the 26 pieces of legislation transmitted with the Executive’s Proposed 2019-2020 Biennial Budget.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  Proposed Ordinance 2018-0465] 


ANALYSIS

Along with the proposed biennial budget ordinance, the Executive has transmitted 26 additional pieces of legislation generally necessary to implement the budget.  The Budget and Fiscal Management is tentatively scheduled to be briefed in more detail on these pieces of legislation on Tuesday, October 30, 2018.

Table 1 below summarizes each of the pieces of legislation.

	Description

	PO 2018-0462
	School Districts
	This ordinance would adopt school districts’ capital facilities plan as subelements of the King County Comprehensive Plan capital facilities element.  The ordinance also updates school impact fees assessed on single-family and multi-family developments.

	Department of Judicial Administration
	This ordinance would correct a Revised Code of Washington (RCW) code reference and amend fees related to disposal of court exhibits or conversion of items to file exibits from $20 to $30 under RCW 36.18.16.  According to the Office of Performance, Strategy and Budget (PSB), this change would not materially impact revenue.

	Department of Judicial Administration y
	This ordinance would increase the filing fees for all mandatory arbitration cases from $220 to $250 and increasing the filing fee for trial de novo or an arbitration award from $250 to $400.  According to PSB, this change would not materially impact revenue.

	Department of Judicial Administration
	This ordinance would allow DJA to charge the same fees as the Administrative Office of the Courts (AOC) for fulfilling data disseminationrequests of publicly accessible Superior Court records data.  According to PSB, this change would not materially impact revenue.

	Department of Judicial Administration
	This ordinance would clarify that the legal case record, not limited to case documents, is the topic of the transmittal fee for appeal and the authorized fee.  This changes the word “documents” to “records” so that it is clear that any part of the court record being transmitted to the appellate court is subject to the transmittal fee.  According to PSB, this change would not materially impact revenue.

	Department of Adult & Juvenile Detention
	This ordinance would change the name of “electronic home detention” to “electronic monitoring,” eliminate fees charged to participants for work release, revise the fee schedule for electronic monitoring by linking it to the cost of the equipment provided by the vendor, and provide discounted electronic monitoring rates for low-income participants.

	Water & Land Resources Division (SWM)
	This ordinance would increase the Surface Water Management (SWM) fee from $240.44 to $289 per single family parcel and approximately 20 percent across all other rate classes.  The increased funding would help support the proposed Fish Passage Program.

	PO 2018-0472
	Water & Land Resources Division (PBRS)
	This ordinance would increase the fee for applying to the Public Benefit Rating System (PBRS) from $480 per application to $620 per application.  The increased funding would support inflationary costs in the program.

	PO 2018-0473
	Water & Land Resources Division (Noxious Weeds)
	This ordinance would increase the noxious weeds per-parcel fee to $5.32.  The fee increase would fund inflationary increases, as well as incentives and landowner assistance, particularly to underserved communities and in areas being protected by the County’s land conservation efforts.

	Department of Local Services (Permitting)
	This ordinance would increase development permitting fees by 6.2% for 2019-2020.  According to PSB, the proposed fee would maintain agency operations at current service levels and support the formation of the new Department of Local Services.  (At the same time, a 1.7% temporary surcharge would expire in 2019.)

	Water & Land Resources Division
	This ordinance would change the natural resources mitigation fund from a special revenue fund to a capital fund and update the types of contributions and uses/expenditures can be made from the fund.  This change would allow the program to receive moneys associated with a new carbon credit program being explored within WLRD to help preserve forestland.

	PO 2018-0476
	Marine Division (Water Taxi)
	This ordinance would increase West Seattle and Vashon Island passenger ferry fares effective March 1, 2020.  The past policy has been to increase passenger fares in even years for a Regular Adult by 50 cents per one-way fare for each route.  Youth prepaid fares and the senior and persons with disabilities fares would also increase 25 cents.  The low-income fare is proposed to increase 25 cents for Vashon and 50 cents for West Seattle.  Children and bicyclists would continue to ride at no charge.

	PO 2018-0477
	Metro Transit
	This ordinance would establish user fees for public use of parking at park and ride lots and garages on property owned, managed, or leased by Metro Transit.  This would implement pilot programs jointly operated with Sound Transit on a permanent basis.  Metro Transit would be able to set the user fees by rule.  The ordinance would also establish a maximum penalty for parking violations at $250 per violation.

	Metro Transit (LIFT)
	This ordinance would support evaluation of income-based fares by providing authority to collect less fare revenue during the pilot with a limit of $600K annually in foregone fare revenue during the 2019-2020 biennium.

	N/A – property tax legislation
	These ordinances relate to the county property tax levies and certification of levies for other taxing districts.

	PO 2018-0482
	All County Agencies (Salary Schedules)
	This ordinance would authorize for non-represented employees a 4% general wage increase (GWI) from 2018 effective January 1,2019, a 1.5% GWI from 2019 effective January 1-June 30, 2019 and 3% effective July 1-December 31, 2020.

	PM 2018-0483
	All County Agencies
	This motion would adopt revised comprehensive financial management policies for King County.

Sam Porter/Pat Hamacher

	PO 2018-0484
	Department of Community & Human Services (DCHS)
	This ordinance would change the organizational structure for DCHS to organize around people rather than funding sources.  The new structure would include six divisions: Director’s Office, Adult Services, Behavioral Health & Recovery, Children & Youth Services, Developmental Disabilities & Early Child Supports, and Housing, Homelessness and Community Development.

	PO 2018-0485
	Office of Equity & Social Justice
	This ordinance would organize the Office of Equity & Social Justice as part of the Office of the Executive and would update the names of other agencies.

	PO 2018-0486
	Department of Natural Resources & Parks (Solid Waste)
	This ordinance would create a new fund, the Solid Waste Environmental Reserve Fund, in compliance with terms of the interlocal agreement (ILA) between the county and its regional partners.  This fund would be used to reserve against environmental liabilities that could fall to the parties to the ILA.

	PO 2018-0487
	Conservation Futures
	This ordinance would authorize the use of a template for amendments to interlocal cooperation agreements with various cities and districts for Conservation Futures projects.

Leah Krekel-Zoppi/Sam Porter

	PO 2018-0488
	Department of Community & Human Services (Housing & Community Development)
	[bookmark: _GoBack]This ordinance would the maximum amount the County can lend at any time for short-term interim loans for housing developers to aquire property for affordable and homeless housing from $6M to $10M.

	PO 2018-0489
	Department of Natural Resources & Parks (DNRP)
	This ordinance would create a stand-alone DNRP Administration Fund for the Director’s Office.

	PO 2018-0490
	DCHS (Development Disabilities)
	This ordinance would change the Development Disabilities Fund from a Tier Two to a Tier One fund, which would allow it to accrue its own interest.  As a Tier Two fund, interest accrued would go to the General Fund.
