Removes reference to late penalties and expedited review fees under the general purpose section.

	Modifies due date/late penalty/insufficient funds section:

Removes requirement to pay at the time of application or by the due date of the invoice.

Removes requirement for late fees to be paid.

Adds authorization to require payment by cashier’s check or credit card for those with a history of bad payments (Permitting states this codifies an existing practice)

Adds authorization to establish a trust account when deposits are used. No interest is earned on trust accounts.  Unused funds are required to be returned to the applicant within 30 days of a written request. (Permitting states that that for the few cases where a deposit is charged and the applicant pays the actual cost), they use fully charged staff rates to determine the actual cost)

Adds authorization for purchase orders from other government agencies in lieu of fee payment at application.  Requires payment by the due date of the invoice. (Permitting states that School Districts have requested this)

	Modifies fee waivers section:

Adds criteria for authorization a fee waiver, including:

· Service was not performed
· Service was duplicative
· Service not required for permit approval
· Service was based on department error
· Service is limited to seismic retrofit of SFR with specific criteria
· Service was in response to a natural disaster declared by the Executive under KCC 12.52.030
· Service was for public health or safety emergency when the benefit exceeds the fee.

Adds requirement that fee waiver requests be submitted within 21 days of final approval of the permit.

Adds requirement that fee waiver decision be made in writing.  Authorizes an appeal for denied fee waivers (in whole or in part), to the Hearing Examiner.  Establishes burden of proof on the applicant, sets criteria for review of the appeal and the remedy. Does not allow appeals to all fees within Title 27, only those applied to a specific permit or approval.

This language comes from a combination of KCC chapter 27.50, which is proposed to be repealed by the Proposed Ordinance, and outdated public rules.

	Modifies fee assessment section:

Specifies that the permit fee paid is that in effect when the service is rendered.

Specifies when fees are due in the permit process:

· Application review, at application acceptance
· Expedited review, at request for such review
· Resubmittal of plans or applications, at resubmittal
· Permits/inspection/monitoring, at permit issuance – and that the fee when it is “ready to issue or approval granted” is the one charged, for up to 60 days. (Permitting states that this is to give a grace period if a permit is ready to issue right before the fees change)
· Re-inspection, at date indicated on invoice or before final construction approval, whichever is earlier – and fee rate at time of re-inspection.

States that fees cannot be paid earlier. Permitting states that this is to avoid permittees from paying a fee long in advance of submitting a complete application.

Adds requirement that change in ownership does not revoke the fees incurred by the application or permit, or requirements for post financial guarantees. Permitting states that this is intended to clarify that a new owner is still required to pay the fees due to the Division.

	Modifies refunds section:

Separates out permits under review from permits that have been issued, and adds language that fees may be refunded prior to commencing construction or land disturbing activity.

Changes, from “may” to “shall” language regarding refunds of fees that have been subsequently waived, or requires the already paid fees to go towards any outstanding fees.

Does not allow any other refunds of permit fees unless authorized by Title 27.

	Add 27.02.100
	

Not in Executive’s proposal.  In Section 12, similar language was removed.  In discussion with Executive staff, the language in the amendment is proposed to capture this (rare) situation.
	At the discretion of the director, a service not listed in this title may be charged a fee for the most comparable service listed in this title, or may be charged ((The department may charge)) a fee to recover the actual cost of providing services for which fees are not otherwise listed in this title or for which the fees listed in this title do not recover the actual cost.”

	Modifies deposits section:

Adds language that interest is not paid on moneys held on deposit.

	Modifies pre-application conference section:

Raises fees by 6.2% for pre-application conferences, zoning certification letters, and for inspections outside of permit review.

Consolidates the types of fees for other County agencies (consolidates Roads and DNRP)

Removes pre-submittal project review fee. Permitting states this fee has not been charges, so this removes an obsolete fee.

	Modifies building/mechanical  plan review section:

Raises fees by 6.2% for building plan review

Adds fees for plan review of electronic communication antenna, electronic communication tower or pole, signs, portable classrooms, trail bridges, building change of use only

	Modifies new SFR permit fee section:

Raises fees by 6.2% for plan review, inspections and extensions for New SFR

Removes site development inspection. This was consolidated into the per square foot fees (which are increased by more than 6.2%)

Adds two tiers of permit extensions – one fee for the 1st extension, and one fee for subsequent extensions. These fees were lowered to match other similar types of fees.

	Modifies existing SFR fee section:

Raises fees by 6.2% for plan review, inspections and extensions for existing SFR

Removes fees for building plan review and inspection of mechanical installations only, and lowers permit fee to match other types of fees.

Adds “pool or spa” to the types of alternations that don’t add ono the square footage

Adds “accessory structure 500 square feet or less” to the same category as decks. Lowers fee based on cost accounting correction.

Eliminates category for carports

Adds category for accessory structures larger than 500 square feet

Limits addition category to those with living space or garage

Removes seismic retrofit from building demo and relocation category

Combines critical area review to site review category

Removes separate fee for site inspections under site development categories.  Incorporates this fee into the per square foot fee (which are raised by more than 6.2%)

Lowers additional inspection fee to align with other similar types of fees.

Raises fees by 6.2% for fire and tank systems

Reduces fee for sprinkler system installation with more than 10 heads due to cost accounting correction.

Removes fee for plan resubmittals or revisions to issued permit

	Modifies road and stormwater variance section:

Raises fees by 6.2% for variances from road or stormwater standards
	Request from Executive: 
Strike subsection B.2 entirely (“Complex” and “criteria” variances are no longer included in the current SWDM.) Subsections B.1 (“standard”) and B.3 (“experimental”) are valid, and the proposed fee amounts may remain as proposed in the amendment.

Removes category for tree review concurrent with site engineering review

Adds category for 10 or fewer hazardous tree removal

Changes farm pad or adap by removing “clearing or grading” from category title

Consolidates various landscape type inspections into one category (and charges the highest amount)

Removes resubmittal fees

Raises fees by 6.2% for fire inspections

Removes adult family home conversion category

Removes re-inspection category (moved to Section 30)
	Revise first sentence to say “Fees shall be charged for reviewing applications and inspecting permits for fireworks, special event, building occupancy and fire code operational permits as follows:”

This is proposed to remove reference to those fees that are moved to other sections of the Code.

Modifies land disturbing activity or site development to set a base fee and a per acre fee for developments not requiring engineered plans.

Removes specified category for monitoring and inspection for p-suffix/CUP/SUP/SEPA/shoreline/critical area/other installations and instead uses a more general “site condition inspection additional inspection or reinspection”, and reduces the fee based on cost accounting correction.

Raises fees by 6.2% for stormwater inspections

Raises fees by 6.2% for certificate of completion

Consolidates the inspection and reinspection fees for this category. Lowers the fee based on cost accounting correction.

Removes “inspection” from stormwater and road facilities for additional year of monitoring

Raises fees by 6.2% for various administrative fees

Adds title elimination, permit extension, resubmittals, permit revisions, expedited review and after-hours inspection

Fee for resubmittal of plans or permit revisions is 25% of original application fee.

Fee for expedited review is 150% of regular review fee, charged in lieu of regular review fee

After-hours inspections (except fireworks stands, displays and other special events), overtime rate and regular inspection fees apply
