SUBJECT

A MOTION confirming the appointment, per K.C.C. 2.16.110[footnoteRef:1], of the Director of the King County Department of Community and Human Services. [1:  Executive appointment of the DCHS director is subject to Council confirmation per K.C.C. 2.16.110 (Appointment and Confirmation of Exempt Officials). Proposed Motion 2018-0538 approval would fulfill this Code requirement.] 


SUMMARY

Proposed Motion 2018-0538 would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Leonardo (Leo) Flor as Director of the Department of Community and Human Services (DCHS). 

BACKGROUND 

The King County Department of Community and Human Services (DCHS) manages a wide range of programs and services to assist the county's most vulnerable residents and strengthen its communities. These include services for older adults, people with developmental disabilities, housing and community development, homeless shelter and services, behavioral health prevention and treatment, veterans' services, women's program services, education and employment programs, civil legal services, and youth and family services. The department, in accordance with the County’s Human Services Framework Policies (Ordinance 15887), focuses its efforts in the following areas:
· Effective intervention and prevention strategies;
· Job readiness and employment to increase self-sufficiency;
· Prevention and elimination of homelessness; and
· Services that reduce the growth of emergency medical and criminal justice system involvement and costs.

[bookmark: _GoBack]DCHS is also responsible for providing leadership and coordination to the regional efforts to address homelessness through All Home, as well as oversight and management of the revenues from the Veterans, Seniors and Human Services (VSHSL) Levy, the Best Starts for Kids (BSK) Levy and the Mental Illness and Drug Dependency (MIDD) sales tax. Moreover, as a primarily regional services department, DCHS plays a strong role in the coordination of the region's human services infrastructure.
As director of DCHS, Mr. Flor would oversee DCHS operations, planning and budgeting.
MR. FLOR’S QUALIFICATIONS
Experience. As described in the Executive’s transmittal letter (Attachment 2), Mr. Flor was the successful candidate from a nationwide recruitment for the new Director of DCHS. His work experience, which is described in more detail in his resume (Attachment 3), includes serving as the DCHS Veterans and Human Services Levy Renewal Manager and then as Director of the DCHS Community Services Division, overseeing services that connect individuals to employment, support military veterans and their families, and assist vulnerable populations and older adults. Additionally, Mr. Flor served in Iraq and Afghanistan as an officer in the U.S. Army.
Education. Mr. Flor is a graduate of the United States Military Academy at West Point and earned master’s and law degrees from the University of Washington.
