(“Law Firm”) as follows:

A.	Amendment of Section II.A.  Effective January 1, 2019, Section II.A of the 
Agreement, as amended by the 2016 Amendment, is further amended as follows:

II.	Services and Fees.

1. The District shall pay the Law Firm, as sole compensation for the services performed under this Agreement, such sums of money as are arrived at by computing the actual number of hours expended in the performance of this Agreement and multiplying such total hours by the hourly rates in Exhibit A to the 2017 2019 Amendment. The total amounts paid for compensation shall not exceed annual budget appropriations for the services.
