SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2018-0566 confirming the Executive appointment of Karol Brown to the King County Women’s Advisory Board.

SUMMARY

The Executive has forwarded for Council consideration and approval the appointment of Karol Brown to the King County women’s advisory board, serving as the district 6 representative. The appointment is for a partial term expiring July 1, 2019.  Proposed Motion 2018-0566 would confirm this appointment to the Women’s Advisory Board.

BACKGROUND 

The Women’s Advisory Board was created to foster programs, legislation and policies for the benefit of women throughout King County.  The board acts in an advisory capacity to the King County Executive, the County Council, and the women’s program in respect to matters concerning women. Per King County Code 2.30.060, the King County women’s advisory board shall be composed of fifteen members, one nominated from each council district by the council and six [at-large members]*, of whom four shall be nominated by the council and two shall be nominated by the executive. All nominations shall represent the diversity of women in King County, including diversity in age, area of residence, profession and race or ethnicity, and shall not include employees or board members of agencies receiving funding from the women’s program. Nominees shall be appointed by the county executive and confirmed by the county council by motion.   

ANALYSIS

The application materials note that Karol Brown is an Immigration Attorney and the Founding and Managing Partner of World One Law Group: a group that advises businesses and families on immigration law. Ms. Brown has a Bachelor of Arts from the University of Washington, (Magna Cum Laude), Master Degree in Public Policy from Harvard University, and Juris Doctor from Yale Law School.  Additionally, she founded the Center for Human Rights and Justice at the University of Washington and Seattle University, allowing law students the opportunity to address human rights projects for organizations worldwide. Ms. Brown states that she has been involved with local politics and human right’s issues for a number of years and is passionate about helping women in the community.
