Briefing on community engagement efforts and subject matter expert interviews regarding potential use of funds from the Puget Sound Taxpayers Accountability Account (PSTAA). 

SUMMARY

[bookmark: _Hlk10027562]Motion 15029 directed King County Council staff to work with a consulate to draft an implementation plan to direct how funds from the Puget Sound Taxpayers Accountability Account (PSTAA) could be utilized. The motion also established principles for the plan to follow and goals for the plan to achieve as well as variety of strategies to be explored while drafting the plan. In addition, the Council requested staff to work with the executive and a consultant to conduct community outreach regarding the potential use of PSTAA funds.

In partnership with the executive’s office of equity and social justice, the council hired Tali Hairston to conduct community listening sessions throughout the county. The community listening sessions were designed to gather input from communities who had not had a chance to engage in subsequent PSTAA funding discussions and that represented targeted populations identified in Motion 15029. Mr. Hairston worked with Bookda Gheisar of the executive’s office of Equity and Social Justice to conduct 21 listening sessions from March 4th to May 14th. Mr. Hairston and Ms. Gheisar also conducted interviews with 14 individuals with subject matter expertise in the issues of equity that face students of all ages in King County.

Mr. Hairston and Ms. Gheisar will be presenting their findings to the Council today and will be transmitting written materials to the Council on June 14th, 2019.
