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SUBJECT

Status Report on Metro Transit’s Regional Planning Effort (In Response to Motion 15252), 2019-RPT0075.

SUMMARY

This briefing is a status report on the Executive’s work to develop a regional planning effort to address the implementation of the METRO CONNECTS Long Range Plan.  The submittal of this Status Report responds to a request in Motion 15252.

BACKGROUND 

The METRO CONNECTS Long Range Plan, adopted by the County Council in 2017, identifies a significant expansion of King County Metro service integrated with Sound Transit’s expanded Link Light Rail network and other transit modes.  This plan reflects input from local jurisdictions on the transit service levels needed to fulfill their comprehensive plans.  METRO CONNECTS identified 2025 and 2040 service networks and stated clearly that achieving its operating and capital goals would depend on addressing funding gaps identified for both the 2025 and 2040 levels of transit service and associated capital investments.

As part of its deliberation on the County’s 2019-2020 biennium budget, the County Council approved two motions relating to public transit.  Motion 15252 requested the County Executive to work with the County Council, public officials, and stakeholders to develop a regional planning effort to address the implementation of METRO CONNECTS.  A report on the status of these efforts was requested by May 31, 2019.

This regional planning effort is intended to be coordinated with the development of a framework for equitable provision of mobility as outlined in Motion 15253.

The Status Report on Metro Transit’s Regional Planning Effort (In Response to Motion 15252), 2019-RPT0075, responds to Motion 15252’s request for a report by May 31, 2019.  Following an Executive Summary and Introduction, which reprises the motion contents, the Status Report addresses: (1) Regional Planning Effort; (2) Updated Information; (3) Engagement; and (4) Next Steps.  Appendix A identifies legally available sources of funding authority for the King County Transportation Benefit District, King County Metro as a transit agency, and the King County government.
