Lease Synopsis:
Public Health has continued need for this location and the Facilities Management Division (FMD) has negotiated a five-year lease at this location with the City of Seattle.


Context

Rationale for transaction:  Renews the existing lease for the Columbia Public Health Center (PHC) so Public Health can continue to offer Dental, Women’s, Infants and Children (WIC), Maternity Support Services and Infant Case Management (First Steps), Nurse Family Partnership and Healthcare and Orca Lift enrollment services in the SE Seattle community.  

Policy considerations:	  Public Health’s Community Health Services (CHS) division has engaged in long-term strategic planning on how best to provide public health services in King County.  As part of this work, Public Health has identified the SE Seattle community as central to these plans and the programming is well matched to the needs of the community. 

Political considerations:  Public Health has provided services at this location for many years. The previous lease at this location was approved by Council in 2013 (Ordinance #17747). The City of Seattle is the owner of the building. The City contracts with Public Health to provide various services and allocates about $25 million to Public Health annually. The City values the services that Public Health provides to its residents and communities and wants Public Health to maintain its services at the Columbia Health Center in Southeast Seattle.

Community considerations 
or partnerships:  	The Columbia Public Health Center is incorporated into the larger “Columbia Center for Health” facility with our community partner, NeighborCare. Through this partnership, both organizations are able to provide access to health services that meet the needs of the community.

Fiscal considerations:  	The base rental rate (known as the City of Seattle’s Schedule II facility use rate) is $10.03 per square foot in 2019. This rate is lower than market rental rate. King County Public Health and Neighborcare, a community partner in the building, share operating expenses that include water, sewer, electrical, custodial, landscaping and security services. The operating expense is estimated to be $10.00 per square foot for 2019. In addition to the services identified above and shared between building occupants, the City of Seattle provides light and occasional maintenance work as necessary and upon request. 

Other considerations:	 Public Health, in partnership with FMD, completed a renovation of the Dental Clinic in late 2017. The renovations included replacing the casework in the dental operatories, new flooring, paint and low voltage cabling to support the implementation of electronic dental records and x-rays. In 2018, Public Health replaced carpet in the WIC/First Steps lobby area. 

CIP/operational impacts:	None

King County Strategic Plan impact:	This proposed lease supports the King County Strategic Plan by supporting goals in Health & Human Services, and the Efficient, Accountable Regional and Local Government focus areas. The Health and Human Services impact goals are supported by providing client services to ensure that babies are born healthy and establish a strong foundation for lifelong health and wellbeing; provide equitable opportunities for all children to progress through childhood safe and healthy, with academic and life skills to thrive in their communities; and by improving the outcomes and lowering the costs of care in King County by focusing on prevention and recovery from health and social problems. The proposed lease supports the goal of Efficient, Accountable Regional and Local Government by aligning funding, policy and operational goals of King County Government with community priorities and delivering consistent, responsive, equitable, and high-quality services to our constituents in South Seattle and the surrounding area. 

Equity and Social Justice impact:	In accordance with Real Property Asset Management Plan (RAMP) Strategy 2.0 and 24.0, FMD and the Department of Public Health reviewed this legislation for Equity and Social Justice (ESJ) impacts. This location is located in the Columbia City neighborhood of Seattle and will provide access to Maternity Support Services and Infant Case Management (First Steps), Women, Infants and Children (WIC), Nurse Family Partnership and Health Care Enrollment services to clients in the Southeast Seattle area. The location is located on major transit lines, providing easy access for clients relying on public transportation.  This proposed lease will enable Public Health to continue to provide outreach and services to low income clients, people of color or with limited English proficiency.

Lease Alternatives Analysis
Summary: The current facility delivers an opportunity to collocate with a community partner (NeighborCare) for the convenience of users, provides good access to public transportation, maintains a long-term presence in the community and maintains a strong relationship with the City of Seattle. Relocating programs to a new leased facility would be cost prohibitive and the rental rates at every possible alternative location would be more than the rate offered by the City of Seattle.  
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
