SUBJECT
Proposed Motion 2019-0274 would confirm the Executive's appointment of Mark Bauhs, who resides in Council District eight, to the King County Board of Appeals and Equalization, for a partial term expiring June 30, 2021.
BACKGROUND
The Board of Appeals and Equalization is an independent, quasi-judicial body organized to adjudicate appeals of various determinations made by certain King County agencies. It is comprised of seven citizen members appointed by the Executive and confirmed by the Council. Members are appointed for a term of four years. 
The Board hears and decides appeals of assessed value of real and personal property, and appeals of other actions of the County Assessor or as adopted by ordinance.

Mark Bauhs had decades of experience in the banking industry, and most recently was the Branch Manager for Eagle Home Mortgage.  Mr. Bauhs has a BS in Visual Arts and Design from the University of Iowa.
