Draft Language of Provisos included in Conceptual Striker

General Fund 

Assessor:  Proviso to transmit a report on the implementation of state legislation that increased the threshold for senior property tax exemptions.

Of this appropriation, $100,000 shall not be expended or encumbered until the assessor transmits a report on the implementation of state legislation that increases the threshold for senior property tax exemptions.
The implementation report shall include, but not be limited to:
A.  The total number of each of the following for 2018, 2019, and 2020: exemption requests received, approved and denied at the time of the report; and
B.  For 2020, demographic information about the households requesting exemptions including the city of residence, household composition, economic status, race, gender, and age, if available. 
The executive should file the implementation report by XXXX 2020, in the form of a paper original and an electronic copy with the clerk of the council, who shall retain the original and provide an electronic copy to all councilmembers, the council chief of staff and the lead staff for the government accountability and oversight committee, or its successor.











Office of Performance, Strategy and Budget:  Proviso to prepare options for Council to consider regarding countywide policy for paying those who participate on county boards, commissions, and task forces.

	Of this appropriation, $50,000 shall not be expended or encumbered until the executive transmits a report on providing compensation to individuals who serve on King County boards, commissions and committees, and a motion that should acknowledge receipt of the report and reference the subject matter, the proviso’s ordinance, ordinance section and proviso number in both the title and body of the motion, and motion acknowledging receipt of the report is passed by council.
	The report shall include, but not be limited to:
	A.  two or more options for compensating individuals who serve on ongoing boards, commissions, and committees, as well as ad hoc task forces and other groups as appropriate;
	B.  the estimated biennial cost of each option by fund;
	C.  any administrative barriers to implementation; and
	D.  a list of all current boards, commissions, committees, and ad hoc groups, including the number of member positions on each, how each is staffed, what fund supports staff for each, and any related costs.
	The executive should file the report and a motion required by this proviso by May 1, 2020, in the form of a paper original and an electronic copy with the clerk of the council, who shall retain the original and provide an electronic copy to all councilmembers, the council chief of staff and the lead staff for the budget and fiscal management committee, or its successor.





Non General Fund

Housing and Community Development:  Proviso for a report on the family reunification services for homeless individuals including success rates and capacity for expending additional resources.

	Of this appropriation, $100,000 shall not be expended or encumbered until the executive transmits a report on family reunification services for individuals experiencing homelessness and a motion that should acknowledge receipt of the report and the motion is passed by the council.  The motion should reference the subject matter, the proviso's ordinance, ordinance section and proviso number in both the title and body of the motion.
	The report shall include, but not be limited to:
	A.  A description of family reunification services provided for individuals experiencing homelessness in 2019;
	B.  Information on the outcomes of the family reunification services program, including the total number of individuals served in 2019 and 2020, and for each individual served the location where they reunified with the individual's family and whether each individual remained reunified with the individual's family six months after the reunification, provided that no identifying information shall be disclosed for any individual or the individual's family; and
	C.  A plan for expanding family reunification services, including resources needed and a timeline for implementing the expansion.
	The executive should file the report and motion by September 15, 2020, in the form of a paper original and an electronic copy with the clerk of the council, who shall retain the original and provide an electronic copy to all councilmembers, the council chief of staff and the lead staff for the health, housing and human services committee, or its successor.
Housing and Community Development:  Proviso $100,000 of the operating appropriations for West Wing shelter for a plan on providing medically assisted treatment to ensure seamless continuous care once an individual leaves the West Wing shelter.

Of this appropriation, $100,000 shall not be expended or encumbered until the executive transmits a plan on providing medically assisted treatment at the shelter located in the west wing of the King County Correctional Facility and a motion that should acknowledge receipt of the plan and reference the subject matter, the proviso’s ordinance, ordinance section and proviso number in both the title and body of the motion, and a motion acknowledging receipt of the plan is passed by the council. 
The plan shall include, but not be limited to, measures to ensure that necessary medically assisted treatment is seamlessly continued by the same health care provider after an individual leaves the shelter so that treatment is uninterrupted.
The executive should file the plan and a motion required by this proviso by XXXX, 2020 in the form of a paper original and an electronic copy with the clerk of the council, who shall retain the original and provide an electronic copy to all councilmembers, the council chief of staff, the regional housing coordinator and the lead staff for the health, housing and human services committee, or its successor.










Parks Recreation Trails and Open Space Levy:  Proviso entire allocation for Green to Cedar Rivers Trail - North A (Maple Valley) ($9 million) of 2020-2025 Parks Levy funds until Parks and Recreation meets with District 9 office to explore alternative uses.

Of this appropriation, $9,000,000 shall not be expended or encumbered until the executive transmits a report on exploring alternative uses for the $9,000,000 in parks levy proceeds listed on Attachment C to Motion 15378 for the Green to Cedar Rivers Trail – North A, and a motion that acknowledges receipt of the report and references the subject matter, the proviso's ordinance, ordinance section and proviso number in both the title and body of the motion, and the motion acknowledging receipt of the report is passed by the council.
The report shall include, but not be limited to, a summary of engagement, discussion of the alternatives explored, and the joint recommendations of the City of Maple Valley and the department of natural resources and parks for use of the funding.
The executive should file the report and the motion required by this proviso by June 30, 2020, in the form of a paper original and an electronic copy with the clerk of the council, who shall retain the original and provide an electronic copy to all councilmembers, the council chief of staff and the lead staff for the mobility and environment committee, or its successor.














Public Health:  Amend existing Proviso P3 to remove the requirement for Phase 2 which would require to implement a regional health plan pilot program.

	Of this appropriation, $500,000 shall not be expended or encumbered until ((:  (1))) the executive transmits a report on a Phase One plan ((, produced in two phases,)) to implement a regional health plan pilot program that would provide health care to low-income county residents who are not eligible to access health care through public programs such as Medicaid, Medicare and subsidized health insurance under the Affordable Care Act ((; (2) the executive transmits motions for both phases of the plan and that should acknowledge receipt of the respective phases of the plan and reference the subject matter, the proviso's ordinance, ordinance section and proviso number in both the title and body of the motion; and (3) except as otherwise provided herein, a motion acknowledging receipt of each phase of the plan is passed by the council.
	The plan shall be developed in two phases)).
	((A.  Phase One)) The report shall include:
	A ((  1)).  Complete demographic analysis of the 2019, or the latest year of which data are available, uninsured population, disaggregated based on age, gender, race and ethnicity, household poverty status and city of residence;
	B ((  2)).  Assessment of the legal and regulatory considerations of establishing a pilot program;
	C ((  3)).  Options for a "buy in" or similar program to provide health coverage for low-income county residents;
	D ((  4)).  Potential eligibility requirements for the pilot program;
	E ((  5)).  Financial analysis and funding options that should evaluate both existing and new revenue sources; and
	F ((  6)).  Recommendation on whether to proceed with Phase Two and what resources would be required for that work.
	((Phase One)) The report shall be developed in collaboration with HealthierHere, Northwest Health Law Advocates who authored the April 2018 report entitled "County-Based Health Coverage for Adult Immigrants: A Proposal for Counties in Washington State," and other organizations that are involved with county healthcare issues.
	The executive should file the report ((Phase One plan and a motion required by this proviso)) by June 30, 2019, in the form of a paper original and an electronic copy with the clerk of the council, who shall retain the original and provide an electronic copy to all councilmembers, the council chief of staff and the lead staff for the health, housing and human services committee, or its successor.
((	B.  Following the filing of the Phase One portion of the plan by the executive, if, instead of passing a motion acknowledging receipt of the Phase One portion of the plan, the council passes a motion determining that the executive need not perform Phase Two of the plan, then this proviso shall have been satisfied and the $500,000 shall be unencumbered.  Otherwise, following the passage of a motion acknowledging receipt of the Phase One portion of the plan, then the executive shall proceed to develop Phase Two of the plan, which shall include, but not be limited to, the following:
	  1.  Coordination with all Federally Qualified Health Centers in the county and other health care providers that offer healthcare services to the underinsured; 
	  2.  An evaluation plan that should include, but not be limited to, an assessment of usage of a pilot program, a measurement of  health outcomes of those benefitting from a pilot program, a cost-benefit analysis comparing the overall cost of a pilot program and savings to the overall healthcare system as a result of a pilot program, an estimate of the annual cost of operating a full-scale regional health plan for the county and the annual savings to the overall health care system as a result of a county regional health plan; and
	  3.  A roadmap, which should include a timeline for implementing a pilot program, a timeline for evaluating a pilot program and a timeline of when a full-scale implementation may be implemented, should a pilot program confirm the feasibility of a regional health plan for the county.
	Unless the council passes a motion determining that the executive need not perform Phase Two of the plan, the executive should file the Phase Two plan and a motion required by this proviso by December 31, 2019, in the form of a paper original and an electronic copy with the clerk of the council, who shall retain the original and provide an electronic copy to all councilmembers, the council chief of staff and the lead staff for the health, housing and human services committee, or its successor.))"



















Metro Transit:  Proviso to require regular reporting to council on the zero emission fleet transition which has many risks and the technology and available options are rapidly changing.

	Of this appropriation, $xxx,xxx shall not be expended or encumbered until the executive transmits a zero emission battery bus preliminary implementation plan and a motion that acknowledges receipt of the plan, and a motion that acknowledges receipt of the plan is passed by the council.  The motion should reference the subject matter, the proviso's ordinance, ordinance section, and proviso number in both the title and body of the motion. 
	The implementation plan shall include, but not be limited to:
	A. identification of major milestones through the 2021-2022 biennium related to planning, testing, procurement, and deployment of battery buses and the installation of charging infrastructure;
	B.  a preliminary fleet procurement plan by type of bus through 2040;
	C.  a high level schedule through 2040 for the anticipated installation of charging infrastructure at new, existing, and interim bases as well as in-route charging;
	D.  a summary of the results of any studies or evaluations related to zero emission battery bus implementation completed after December 1, 2019 and a summary of the scope of any on-going studies or evaluations;
	E.  updated cost projections comparing the cost of a zero emission fleet and continuing Metro transit department’s current fleet practice; and
	F.  a preliminary high level financing plan for transition to zero emission bus fleet by 2040 which evaluates financing options.
	The executive must file the plan and the motion required by this proviso by July 1, 2020 in the form of a paper original and an electronic copy with the clerk of the council, who shall retain the original and provide an electronic copy to all councilmembers, the council chief of staff and the lead staff for the mobility and environment committee or its successor.





















Metro Transit:  Proviso for a feasibility report for appropriate executive agencies to explore how to provide ORCA Passport cards to county contractors (construction workers, social workers, and Securitas transit workers).

	Of this appropriation, $250,000 shall not be expended or encumbered until the executive transmits a report on options for providing ORCA cards issued by the passport and business choice account program ("ORCA business passport cards") to employees of entities that contract with King County and a motion that acknowledges receipt of the options report and a motion that acknowledges receipt of an options report is passed by the council.  The motion should reference the subject matter, the proviso's ordinance, ordinance section, and proviso number in both the title and body of the motion.
	The report shall include, but not be limited to:
	A.  an analysis of the feasibility of providing ORCA business passport cards to employees of entities that contract with King County, including but not limited to estimated costs, fare impacts, and proposed funding sources;
	B.  mechanisms for providing the ORCA business passport cards, including but not limited to the criteria by which entities that contract with King County can qualify for the ORCA business passport cards, ways in which those entities can apply for the ORCA business passport cards, and the manner in which those entities who qualify can acquire the ORCA business passport cards; and
	C.  potential policy changes that would be needed to implement the provision of ORCA business passport cards to employees of entities that contract with King County. 
	The executive should file the report and a motion required by this proviso by June 1, 2020 in the form of a paper original and an electronic copy with the clerk of the council, who shall retain the original and provide an electronic copy to all councilmembers, the council chief of staff and the lead staff for the mobility and environment committee, or its successor.


Department of Local Services:  Proviso to require executive to transmit an ordinance and a report that would establish requirements and propose incentives for electric vehicle charging infrastructure in new multi-family and commercial developments.
Of this appropriation, $xxx,xxx shall not be expended or encumbered until the executive transmits a report on options to require electric vehicle charging infrastructure in new construction and other development proposals that include expansion of parking areas and an ordinance that would establish requirements to ensure that new parking areas are designed to include some amount of electric vehicle charging infrastructure to account for increased use of electric vehicles in the future.  The report and ordinance shall be developed in consultation with stakeholder groups, including representatives of the building and electric vehicle industries and utilities. 
The executive must file the report and the ordinance required by this proviso by July 1, 2020 in the form of a paper original and an electronic copy with the clerk of the council, who shall retain the original and provide an electronic copy to all councilmembers, the council chief of staff and the lead staff for the local services, regional roads and bridges committee or its successor.





[bookmark: _GoBack]Department of Local Services:  Proviso to require executive to transmit strategies to develop commercial design standards and a community review process for the White Center Unincorporated Activity Center for the North Highline Subarea Plan.
	Of this appropriation, $250,000 shall not be expended or encumbered until the executive transmits the North Highline Community Service Area Subarea Plan that includes as an appendix a plan to develop commercial urban design standards and a community review process for the commercial areas (CB and O zones) of North Highline (“urban design implementation plan”) and a motion that approves the plan and a motion approving a North Highline Community Service Area Subarea Plan that includes as an appendix described herein is passed by the council. The motion should reference the subject matter, the proviso’s ordinance, ordinance section and proviso number in both the title and body of the motion. 
A.  The urban design implementation plan shall include, but not be limited to:
	  1.  an analysis of the urban form and character of North Highline nonresidential, multifamily and mixed use developments;
	  2.  a proposal for potential design standards for nonresidential, multifamily and mixed use developments specific to the character of North Highline. At minimum, design standards shall include consideration of pedestrian-oriented ground floor facades, building modulation, glazing, and architectural detail;
	  3.  a proposal for a community-desired amenity program; and
	  4.  a review of best practices and methods to gather and implement community input on the design and character of proposed nonresidential, multifamily and mixed use development projects, including, but not limited to, a design review board that advises the department of local services, permitting division, and development of a plan to effectively implement the department’s recommendations of the reviewed best practices to gather and implement community input.
	B.  The urban design implementation plan shall be developed through a visioning process in conjunction with the subarea planning process and in collaboration with the North Highline community and businesses.
	The executive must file the North Highline Community Service Area Subarea Plan that includes as an appendix the urban design implementation plan and motion required by this proviso by June 30, 2020, in the form of a paper original and an electronic copy with the clerk of the council, who shall retain the original and provide an electronic copy to all councilmembers, the council chief of staff and the lead staff for the mobility and environment committee, or its successor.
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
