NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington, on the 29th day of  May, 2007, at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of the following proposed ordinance:

SUMMARY
Proposed Ordinance 2007-0284 would amend King County Code Title 11 relating to animal services and animal cruelty.

Proposed Ordinance 2007-0284 would allow King County Animal Services Program to deny the issuance of animal licenses in Title 11.6 as follows: 1)  Individuals convicted of misdemeanor/second degree animal cruelty or in violation of KCC animal cruelty provisions could be denied licenses for four years; 2) Individuals convicted of first degree animal cruelty could be denied licenses indefinitely; and 3) Individuals charged with animal cruelty could be denied licenses until such charges are resolved.  The legislation may also restrict ownership or possession of animals by individuals convicted of, or charged with animal cruelty.  The legislation requires the Animal Services Program to maintain a database of individuals convicted of, or charged with animal cruelty for these purposes.  The legislation updates the roles and responsibilities of the Animal Control Citizen’s Advisory Committee and revises maximum euthanasia rates.
