Dear Councilmember Gossett:

Enclosed for the King County Council’s consideration is an ordinance regarding the revision of the city of Redmond’s boundary to include a new segment of right-of-way along West Lake Sammamish Parkway that is currently in unincorporated King County, as provided for in Revised Code of Washington (RCW) 35.21.790. 
The city of Redmond corporate boundary initially extended to the eastern edge of West Lake Sammamish Parkway.  Improvements were proposed to the roadway that called for the roadway widening toward the east, beyond the city limit.  The city of Redmond acquired land from King County for the purposes of widening the roadway.  The transaction to transfer ownership of the land from King County to the city of Redmond is now complete, as are the roadway improvements; however, the new segment of road right-of-way is still located in unincorporated King County.  As a result, the widened West Lake Sammamish Parkway is now lineally bisected, with part located in the city of Redmond and part located in unincorporated King County.  It is in the best interest of the city of Redmond and King County for the entire road right-of-way to reside within the boundaries of the city.

The procedure for city boundary revision of this nature is in accordance with RCW 35.21.790 which states that:
“The governing bodies of a county and any city or town located therein may by agreement revise any part of the corporate boundary of the city or town which coincides with the centerline, edge, or any portion of a public street, road or highway right of way by substituting therefore a right of way line of the same public street, road or highway so as fully to include or fully to exclude that segment of the public street, road or highway from the corporate limits of the city or town.”
This type of boundary revision is not subject to Boundary Review Board review.  Revision of the corporate boundary of a city is effective upon approval by the city council and the county legislative authority.

The adoption of the attached county ordinance will approve the revision of the corporate boundary of the city of Redmond so that the West Lake Sammamish Parkway right-of-way lies entirely in the city’s corporate limit.
I recommend that the King County Council adopt this ordinance.
