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STAFF REPORT
SUBJECT:
A MOTION concerning the untimely filed petitions by four property owners for tax refunds in the total amount of $37,812.73, plus statutory interest. This legislation would allow the Treasury Operations Division to make the refund. 

DISCUSSION: 
This proposed motion would allow Treasury Operations to refund property taxes that were incorrectly paid to King County. Under state law, property tax refunds are permitted if the grounds for refunds are met (see Table 1) and if the refund petition is filed with the county treasurer within three years of the payment date (RCW 84.69.030). After the three year window, claims for refund require Council action to waive the time limit and grant approval for the refund.
Table 1: Grounds for Property Tax Refund under State Law
	RCW 84.69.020 provides for the refund of taxes which were:

	Paid more than once.

	Resulted from a manifest error in description (RCW 84.48.065, WAC 458-14-005(13).

	Resulted from a clerical error in extending the tax roll.

	Resulted from clerical errors in listing the property.

	Paid on buildings or improvements that did not exist on the assessment date.

	6. 
	Paid under laws adjudicated to be illegal.

	Paid as a result of inadvertence or ignorance by a person eligible for but not receiving a senior or disabled exemption.

	Paid by a person with no legal interest in the property, as a result of ignorance or error.

	9.
	Paid on property acquired by purchase or condemnation by the state.

	Paid on the basis of an assessed valuation later reduced by an order of the Board of Equalization, the State Board of Tax Appeals, or a court.


At the request of the Council, the Executive forwards all refund petitions requiring Council authorization on a quarterly basis. Representing the second quarter request, this motion would grant authority to Treasury Operations to refund four separate property tax claims that exceed the three-year claim period. These claims have been reviewed by the County Assessor:
1) Royce E. Thomas: Lot size was changed from 1.26 to 0.91 acres in the King County Record. Refunds recommended for 2002 and 2003.
2) Harvey R. Pekick: Appraised value of the property was based on incorrect characteristics. Refunds recommended for the years 1990 to 2003. 
3) Michele D’Amico: A clerical error in 1983 incorrectly changed the square footage of the home. Refunds recommended for the years 1983 to 2002. 
4) David Shih, Shih Family LP: Recent survey showed the parcel to be 7.46 acres, not 8.95 acres. Refunds recommended for the years 1981 to 2003. 
These errors were corrected by the County Assessor, and any refunds for tax years 2004, 2005, and 2006 were made, as allowed by RCW 84.69.030. 

If approved, this motion would authorize refunds totaling $37,812.73 plus statutorily required interest. If disbursement were processed by September 30, 2007, the interest payment on the total claim would be $25,719.79, bringing the total refund amount to $63,499.08.The one-time loss to King County would be 18 percent of this figure, half of which would be a projected loss to the General Fund. The remaining revenue loss would be incurred by a variety of taxing jurisdictions for which the County collects taxes.
REASONABLENESS:
The Council has consistently approved motions authorizing Treasury Operations to refund untimely filed tax refund requests. Approving this proposed motion would constitute a reasonable policy and business decision.
