NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington, on the 22nd day of October, 2007, at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2007-0258, authorizing the executive to transfer portions of county-owned parcels to the city of Kenmore for its SR 522 Corridor Improvements Project and adjacent improvement of portions of the Burke-Gilman Trail.
SUMMARY

The King County Council has concluded discussions with the city of Kenmore regarding the sale of portions of two parcels to the city, located along the Burke-Gilman Trail Corridor.  The King County Council will consider an ordinance on October 22, 2007, approving the transfer to the city.  

Kenmore wishes to purchase twenty-one thousand seven hundred twenty-eight square feet from assessor’s parcel number 122604-9014, and five thousand one hundred sixty-six square feet from assessor’s parcel number 112604-9008 for expansion of right-of-way.  In addition, a slope and drainage easement for five hundred seventy-nine square feet and a retaining wall easement for four hundred eighty square feet are also requested from assessor’s parcel number 122604-9014.  Under terms of the transfer agreement, King County would transfer the subject property to the city within 60 days of the expiration of the 30-day ‘due diligence’ period following execution of the agreement. 

Following the transfer, Kenmore’s improvements to the Trail and the area of SR 522 adjacent to the Trail will commence; the intended improvements will be used for public safety, pleasure, and access.
