PROPOSED ORDINANCE 2007-0549, requiring that prior to cremating remains of decedents who came to their death in King County the death must be reported to the King County medical examiner's office, and an authorization from the King County medical examiner received releasing the body for cremation; establishing a fee under the authority of K.C.C. 2.99.030(B) to be charged by the King County medical examiner's office for review of reports of deaths of persons whose remains are to be cremated. 

PROPOSED ORDINANCE 2007-0550, relating to the Seattle-King County department of public health; establishing fees under the authority of K.C.C. 2.99.030.B for copies of certain medical examiner reports to align revenues to associated costs.
PROPOSED ORDINANCE 2007-0551, increasing the hourly and monthly rental rates for aircraft tie-downs at the King County international airport;
PROPOSED ORDINANCE  2007-0552, regarding the King County noxious weed control program; revising King County noxious weed control program assessments; confirming the exception for federally and tribally owned lands;
