Subject:  AN ORDINANCE relating to zoning and materials processing facilities in the Rural Area
Background:  
This code change is included in the executive-proposed public review draft of proposed code changes for anticipated to be part of the executive transmittal of the 2008 KCCP update.  
The code change is in response to a docket to rezone a property from RA-5 (Rural Areas, 5 acre) to I (Industrial) to allow for a materials processing facility (for top soil, bark, rock, sand and gravel) along the Renton-Maple Valley Road SE. 

The report for the docket request, see Attachment 2) did not support a zone change, but indicated that the proposed activities were consistent with KCCP policy R-221.  Under this policy, non-residential uses in the Rural Area are permitted if they support natural resources activities and provide services to the local area.

The report recommended an amendment to the manufacturing land use table to allow materials processing in the Rural Area.

SUMMARY:

The proposed ordinance would allow a material processing facility in the RA zone either as:

1. A conditional use, or 

2. A permitted use subject to a limitation reading "19.  Only on a site that is ten acres or greater and that does not use local access streets that abut lots developed for residential use."
