Dear Councilmember Gossett:

Enclosed for consideration and approval by the King County Council is a motion confirming the reappointment of Mary Robinson, who works in Council District Three, to the King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee, representing electric/gas utilities.

The reappointment of Ms. Robinson is for a one-year term expiring December 31, 2008.  Her application, Code of Ethics Financial Disclosure Statement, current board profile and appointment letter are enclosed for your information.

When the EMAC was created, board member terms were initially staggered so that 1/3 would expire the 1st year, 1/3 would expire the 2nd year, and 1/3 would expire the 3rd year.  Upon completion of the initial term, each member was then reappointed to a full 3 year term.  Unfortunately, over the years since its creation, appointments gradually fell off the staggered term pattern and consequently we now have 3/4 of the membership’s terms expiring at the same time.  In an effort to get back to staggered terms, 2/3 of the 17 members currently up for reappointment will be reappointed to either a 1 or 2 year term.  The remaining 1/3 will be reappointed to the scheduled 3 year term.  Who is reappointed to a 1, 2 or 3 year term was selected at random.
