1. Continue monoriting Brightwater Wastewater Treatment Plant cost and schedules in an advisory capacity. (ongoing).
 

2. Maintain awareness of the regional Conveyance System Improvement (CSI) Program and its affect on increased flows in the next 30 years. In addition, monitor actual vs model flows prior to investments in capacity expanding projects. (ongoing).
 

3. Maintain policy oversight via briefings regarding implementation of the Regional Wastewater Services Plan (RWSP). Keep abreast of progress regarding issues, such as, treatment plants, odor control, infiltration and inflow, water reuse, conveyance capacity and environmental mitigation. (ongoing).
 

4. Monitor/Track and provide policy guidance as needed for the Duwamish River Superfund Cleanup, the Puget Sound Partnership plans and regulations to restore and clean up Puget Sound. (ongoing).

The sewer district commissioners recommend the following items for the 2008 RWQC work plan:

· Discussion of the RWQC committee’s process, to establish a set of operating rules addressing:

· General order of business including: the mission and scope of the committee; processes for election of the chair, adding action items to the agenda, proposing legislation (who can and how); who makes decisions; identification of what is and what is not within the purview of the RWQC; and description of the interrelationships between the RWQC and other committees (dual referral on water issues), MWPAAC, E&P, etc.

· Feasibility studies for expanding reclaimed water uses prior to infrastructure commitments

· Continue RWQC review of cost containment for Brightwater contracts quarterly or more often as needed, including earned value (recognizing that this is continued on the work plan from 2007)
