SUBJECT:  A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Julie Peterson, who resides in council district eight, to the Seattle/King County Advisory Council on Aging and Disability Services.
SUMMARY:  The Executive has appointed Julie Peterson to a partial term on the Seattle/King County Advisory Council on Aging and Disability Services, expiring December 31, 2008.

Ms. Peterson is currently the Director of Assisted Living and Senior Housing for the Washington Association of Housing and Services for the Aging.  She is responsible for assisted living, senior housing, and community based services.  In addition, she researches and analyzes legislative and regulatory policies and initiatives to determine the impact, advocates at state and federal legislative and regulatory forums.  Ms. Peterson is also a member of the Washington Low Income Housing Association, the American Association of Housing and Services for the Aging and is a former elected Councilmember for the City of Kent.
The Seattle/King County Advisory Council on Aging and Disability Services is made up of nine members from each of the following entities: King County, United Way of King County and the City of Seattle for a total of 27 members.  Currently, the vice-chair of the Advisory Council and the member-at-large positions are King County appointees.  The Advisory Council serves as an advocate body on behalf of older persons and individuals with disabilities within the Seattle-King County Planning and Service area; assists with identifying services to meet the needs of the aging; advocates for local, state, and national programs that promote quality of life for these populations and makes recommendations to the King County Department of Community and Human Services.
The mission of the Advisory Council is to identify the needs of older people and of adults with disabilities in our community, to advise on services to meet these needs and to advocate for local, state, and national programs that promote quality of life for these populations.
