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SUBJECT

AN ORDINANCE adopting the revisions of voting precincts of King County for the year 2008.
SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance 2008-0188 would approve the annual alterations to voting precincts for King County.  The ordinance must be approved before to the statutory deadline of May 2, 2008.  
Background 

The Revised Code of Washington (RCW 29A.16.040-050 and King County Code (KCC 1.12.010) require the adjustment or alteration of precincts as an ongoing responsibility.  The reasons for these requirements are:

· To level precincts to maintain voter population within the limits prescribed by state law and King County Code; and

· To accommodate the convenience of the voters as proposed by petition, voter comments or election official recommendations.

Analysis 

Table 1 presents a countywide summary of changes to voting precincts. Table 2 presents changes by council district.  There were relatively few precinct changes proposed for 2008.  Out of 2,547 voting precincts, 67 voting precincts were altered, 11 precincts were added and 28 precincts were abolished for a net reduction of 17 precincts.  Council District 3 experienced the most changes with 21 precincts altered, eight added and none abolished. This reflects population growth in that council district.
