SUBJECT:  A motion confirming the executive's appointments to the King County Permit Technical Advisory Committee
BACKGROUND
In 2007, the Council approved legislation to address the development permitting process managed by the Department of Development and Environmental Services (Ordinance 15946).  Among the provisions of the measure was the creation of a ‘development permit technical advisory committee’, to provide expert policy advice to the council on issues relating to ‘project management’, which is intended to streamline the permitting process for permit applicants.  The advisory committee was to include representation from those ‘significantly impacted by development-related King County ordinances, and was to be composed of:

· One representative nominated by the Master Builders Association of King and Snohomish Counties;

· One representative nominated by the Seattle-King County Association of Realtors;

· One representative for agricultural or forestry interests, nominated by the executive;

· One representative for environmental interests, nominated by the executive;

· One representative from the department of development and environmental services, nominated by the executive;

· One representative nominated by the King County Fire Chiefs Association;

· The senior deputy ombudsman for rural affairs nominated by the council; and

· Two representatives, one residing in the urban unincorporated area and one residing in the rural unincorporated area, nominated by the Unincorporated Area Councils.
The legislation directed that the advisory committee is to recommend rules relating to:

· DDES financial policies;

· Review of a flat fee for staff performing financial guarantee management and monitoring services;

· Review of fee waiver procedures

· Establishment of an administrative appeals process for regulatory fee disputes

· Establishment of a cap on fees related to department research conducted before a preapplication meeting;
· Exploration of funding options other than fee-for-service for certain functions; 

· Recommendations for improvements to the project management process; and

· Determination for the necessity for continuation of the committee

The Advisory Committee is to provide its recommendations by September 15 each year.

CANDIDATES FOR APPOINTMENT:
There are eight candidates before the Growth Management and Natural Resources Committee for recommendation on confirmation of appointments at today’s meeting:

2008-0192  A motion confirming the appointment of Roni Strupat to the Permit Technical Advisory Committee.  Ms. Strupat is a realtor specializing in equestrian and farm property in King County.  She was the President of the Seattle-King County Association of Realtors in 1997 and was selected Realtor of the Year in 1997

2008 0193 A motion confirming the appointment of Tim Trohimovich to the Permit Technical Advisory Committee.  Tim Trohimovich is representing environmental interests and was nominated by the Executive.  Mr. Trohimovich joined the Futurewise staff in January 2001. He has more than 20 years of growth management experience, most recently as Comprehensive Planning Division Manager at the City of Redmond, where he participated in GMA appeals and worked extensively with citizens, elected officials, and planners. Tim has also worked on land use issues as hearing examiner in McCleary and Elma, as a Legal Planner for the Department of Ecology, and in Grays Harbor. He is AICP certified and is a member of theWashington and Oregon State Bar Associations.
2008-0195 A motion confirming the appointment of Stephanie Warden to the Permit Technical Advisory Committee.  Stephanie Warden is representing the King County Department of Development and Environmental Services (DDES) and was nominated by the Executive.  Ms. Warden is the Director of DDES.

2008-0196  A motion confirming the appointment of Larry Rude to the Permit Technical Advisory Committee. Larry Rude is representing fire safety interests and was nominated by the King County Fire Chiefs Association.  Mr. Rude is the Assistant Chief of Support Services at Maple Valley Fire and Life Safety.  

2008-0197  A motion confirming the appointment of Dan Bruner to the Permit Technical Advisory Committee.  Dan Bruner is representing agriculture and forestry interests and was nominated by the Executive.  Mr. Bruner is currently a consulting forester at Bruner Forestry.  Prior to going solo was a founding partner in Pacific Forest Resources for 19 years.  Before founding Pacific Forest Resources, Mr. Bruner worked for about 20 years as a forester for big timber companies.  He has extensive experience with state forest practice permits as well as county permits and processes.
2008-0198  A motion confirming the appointment of Gwendolyn High to the Permit Technical Advisory Committee.  Gwendolyn High of the Four Creeks Unincorporated Area Council is representing urban unincorporated area citizens and was nominated by the Four Creeks Unincorporated Area Council.  Ms. High has served King County on a transportation concurrency task force and is a neighborhood activist with a long history with DDES.

2008-0199 A motion confirming the appointment of Gordon Moorman to the Permit Technical Advisory Committee.  Gordon Moorman of the Greater Maple Valley Unincorporated Area Council is representing rural unincorporated area citizens and was nominated by the Greater Maple Valley Unincorporated Area Council.  Mr. Moorman is a contractor who has done construction in several jurisdictions throughout Western Washington.

2008-0200  A motion confirming the appointment of David Spohr to the Permit Technical Advisory Committee.  David Spohr, Senior Deputy Ombudsman for Rural Affairs, is representing rural citizens and his position was named in the ordinance.  Mr. Spohr was formerly the Deputy Property Rights Ombudsman for the state of Utah, and served as a Trial Attorney for the U.S. Department of Justice in Washington, D.C. and Seattle.  Spohr has published articles in national journals on resolving land use disputes and “takings” cases, and is an instructor and speaker at legal seminars.
