SUBJECT

A motion confirming the executive's appointment of Bill Ziegler to the King County Solid Waste Advisory Committee.

BACKGROUND

The King County Solid Waste Advisory Committee (SWAC) was established in 1984 (K.C.C. 10.28) to advise and make recommendations to the county executive and council relating to:

· all aspects of solid waste management planning;

· the development of programs and policies concerning solid waste management; and

· solid waste management rules, policies or ordinances prior to their adoption.

The Solid Waste Advisory Committee is composed of at least nine and not more than twenty members. Membership is comprised of a county-wide group of citizens who represent public interest groups, businesses, the waste management industry and local elected public officials.

KING COUNTY SOLID WASTE ADVISORY COMMITTEE CANDIDATE

Proposed Motion 2009-0195, Bill Ziegler:  Mr. Ziegler lives in Seattle (District 2); he is currently retired, though he does some part-time, on-call teaching at Renton Technical College.  He is a former Solid Waste Division transfer station operator, Roads Division utility worker, and Facilities Division maintenance worker.  
He holds a BA in Business Administration from the University of Washington (1984). Mr. Ziegler’s appointment is for a partial term, set to expire on September 30, 2010; the appointment is for the position representing labor.
