SUBJECT:  A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Kevin Orme, who resides in council district one, to the King County Civil Rights Commission.
SUMMARY:  The Executive has appointed Kevin Orme to a partial term on the King County Civil Rights Commission, expiring June 1, 2010.
Mr. Orme received a Bachelor of Science degree in Biology from the University of Portland, Oregon and his Juris Doctorate and Masters of Business Administration from the University of Utah.  He is currently employed with Attenex Corporation, which produces e-discovery software, as a technical advisor to the marketing team.  He is a volunteer with the ACLU.
BACKGROUND:
The King County Civil Rights Commission is composed of twelve members, one from each council district nominated by the councilmember and three at-large members nominated by the executive.
