Title 21A.
SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance 2020-XXXX adopts the FEMA flood insurance rate maps and amends K.C.C. Title 21A.  The Proposed Ordinance address two goals: 1) when the FEMA publishes new Flood Insurance Rate Maps, communities are required to update local codes, and new maps are expected to be effective by mid-2020; and 2) FEMA Region 10 is currently auditing King County, which includes a detailed review of King County Code.  The code amendments in Proposed Ordinance 2020-XXXX are to ensure King County code meets the state and federal minimum standards for floodplain management, as well as to address a number of other clarifying, technical, and administrative changes.
